FACT SHEET FOR BUSINESSES TO  SPONSOR GATEWAY SIGNS IN THE VILLAGE OF BLOOMFIELD.

Those of us who live, work, or do business in the Village of Bloomfield know what a special place it is. But there are many travelers who use Routes 5&20 or 444 to pass through our village on their way to work or play, who do not realize this. Village businesses located on Main Street are sometimes bypassed by such travelers. 

After speaking with a number of village businesses, your village Board of Trustees decided on a course of action to address this problem. They approved some attractive gateway signs to be installed this summer at four different locations around the village. The purpose of these signs is to enhance the economic development of the village. Under each gateway sign there will be four slots. Each slot will show the name of a business sponsor. 
The funding for these gateways signs comes from grants, not from village taxes. The price for each sponsor slot is not intended to generate a profit for the village. Rather, the pricing is designed to cover the costs of the signs over their 8-year life-cycle, to support village businesses, and to be affordable for all our businesses, both large and small. The goal is to help our village businesses without using village tax revenues. 
The initial price of each sponsor slot will be $200.00 for the annual period from October 1 through September 30, starting in 2010 and ending in 2018 (unless the program continues with new or refurbished signs). This pricing is based on current costs. Pricing in future years is subject to change by March 31, based on then-current costs. 

August 10 is the annual deadline for sponsors to submit completed applications (including applications for name changes) with payment. Application forms are available online or from Kathleen Conradt, Village Clerk – 12 Main Street, Bloomfield, NY 14469, telephone 585-657-7554. Renewals are automatic unless the Village is notified of non-renewal by May 31.Renewal payments are due before the annual period begins. If payment is not received when due, the village may remove the sponsor slot.
 

The location of the sign to be sponsored is on a “first come first served” basis - i.e. the first completed application gets the first choice of sign location.  Sponsor slot locations are alphabetical – e.g. “Ajax Restaurant” gets a higher sponsor slot than “Zebra Designs”. If the demand for slots exceeds the supply, the Board of Trustees will consider ordering additional gateway signs.
 

The usable space for each sponsor slot consists of a black rectangular space that is 5 and 7/8 inches high and 45 and 7/8 inches wide. This is where the sponsor’s name is placed, using letters only, and excluding other graphics such as a logo. All sponsor slot letters will be uniform – e.g. carved, cream colored, arial rounded mt bold font, and size. Upper case letters will be 2 and 1/4 inches high; lower case letters will be 1 and 3/4 inches high. This uniform format is intended to enhance legibility and synergy with the gateway sign itself, and to avoid a “cluttered” look. It will also simplify the ordering process for the sponsor, the village and the sign maker.
 

The Village of Bloomfield will endeavor to administer this sponsor slot program fairly and impartially, including initial and subsequent selection of sign locations and slot positions. However, the Village reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to make the final decision on initial and subsequent location and position of all signs and slots, to cancel any sponsor slot(s) subject to a pro-rata refund, and to decline any proposed slot language that it deems unacceptable or unsuitable.
