Village of Bloomfield Planning Board meeting of April 13, 2011

The meeting was opened at 7:00 p.m.

Minutes: Nikki motioned, Dave seconded and it was unanimously carried to approve the March 24 minutes as amended.

Amendment to proposed Local Law #1 of 2011: 

1. Escrow – will be 60 days to allow sufficient time to review all bills due for payment
2. Noise measurement – asked if it should be extended to include events – no change – should not be a part of the zoning code
3. Architectural materials – described as small in scale which is ambiguous – no change - to open conversation with applicant 

Rte 444 Enhancements Committee:

The report suggests expanding the historic district east along Main St. to the four corners. Historic guidelines should be discussed first and determine how they would be applied before expanding the district.  A historic preservation advisory committee should be formed with qualified members to review proposed historic improvements to assist the property owner and the Planning Board.

Zoning map review:
1. LI district on East Main should remain as it is.

2. Property at 6 E main St.(tax map #68-13-166) next to Gullo is currently LI;  rezone to R-1-15.

3.  The small section behind and part of Scott Kimball’s property (tax map #68.17-1-5.120) is currently depicted as RB-1- should be R-1-15 to match remainder of parcel.

4. Property at 2 E Main St. at the corner with Maple Avenue (tax map #68.13-1-65.110) is currently zoned RB-1 - should not be zoned VC instead

5. WWTP is shown as R-1-20;  change to LI

6. Properties on the northwest corner of Main St. and Elm St. are colored gray (LI),   but noted as CC (later changed to VC).  Color should reflect VC.

7. Small triangle (tax map #67.16-1-20.000) between 9 Main St. and the property on the northwest corner of Main St. and Elm St was purchased by the owner of 9 Main St. - re-zone to RB-1 to match zoning of 9 Main St.
8. Funeral home at 120 Main Street (tax map #67.19-1-55.000) is zoned R-1-20-    rezone to RB-1.

9. The Trading Post at 112 Main Street (tax map #67.19-2-38.000) is zoned RB-1.  Keep as RB-1 to allow the most possibilities for the property (while recognizing the lack of parking in the area).

10. Rezone all of CC properties on State Street to RB-1.

11. Discussed eliminating the CC district; rezone Big M and plaza (the only remaining CC properties) to VC; change VC to mean Village Commercial. The Planning Board decided to continue to discuss language for large businesses and parking in the front. One suggestion is to allow grocery stores as a specially permitted use in a Village commercial district.
12. The Holloway House (tax map #80.07-1-9.000) is currently R-1-20 - rezone to RB-1.

Zoning law Article XIII - signs:

1. Current law provides that a first commercial sign can be granted by CEO, subsequent signs must be reviewed by the Planning Board
2. Signs reviewed by the Planning Board should be regulated by the type of property use and not the fact that it is a second sign

3. Change number of permitted signs from 7 to 6 by removing temporary signs

4. Enforcement of sign laws must be considered

The Planning Board will give further thought on signage for multiple businesses in one building.  Signage regulations review will be completed at the next meeting.
