Village of Bloomfield Planning Board meeting of February 24, 2011
Present: Chairperson Nancy Long, Tom Kugris, Nikki Every, Dan Morley, Nancy Witt

The meeting was opened at 7:00 p.m.

Minutes: Nikki motioned, Dave seconded and it was unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the February 10 meeting as amended.
Zoning map:

The official zoning map was reviewed and the following parcels were discussed: 
1. The LI district on E Main St. should remain as is – variances for commercial uses are easier to grant than light industrial uses in a commercial district and the current uses remain a mix of both. 

2. Current map shows the WWTP as CC but colored gray as LI

3. Tax map #67.16-1-20.000 has been purchased by the owner (9 Main St.) of tax map #67.16-1-30.000 s it should be rezoned to RB1 instead of the current CC

4. The Funeral Home located at 120 Main St, Tax map #67.19-1-55.000,  is zoned R-1-20 – should be RB-1 

5. Tax map #67.19-2-38.000 (112 Main St.) is currently zoned RB1 but should be considered for R-1-15 due to the total lack of available parking.

6. The VCD should be mapped

7. A small section behind and part of tax map #68.17-1-5.120 should be zoned R-1-15 but is currently zoned RB-1

8. Tax map #68.13-1-65.110 is currently zoned RB-1 and should be zoned VCD

9. The Holloway House, tax map #80.07-1-9.000, should be rezoned to RB-1.

Zoning districts:
The intent of the RB-1 district was discussed: is the intent to be residential with businesses allowed as a secondary use, or is the residential use secondary and it was decided that the uses were of equal weight.    
Portions of State St. are currently zoned commercial but may be more suitable as RB-1 to better preserve the historic district. Nancy Long distributed photographs of properties along State St. in the commercial district.

Commercial districts require larger buildings on larger lots which are not consistent with a village setting. Maybe all of the commercial uses in the village should be redefined and combined with the village center district to create a new type of village commercial district.   

The historic district regulations will be reviewed and discussed. 

Adjournment: Nancy motioned, Tom seconded and it was unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 9:00 p.m.
