Village of Bloomfield Planning Board meeting of January 27, 2011

The meeting was opened at 7:00 p.m.  The Clerk distributed information on training classes provided by Monroe County Planning. 
Minutes:  Dan motioned, Nancy Witt seconded and it was unanimously carried to accept the minutes of the January 13 meeting as submitted.

Fire District Site Plan:

The Board reviewed the lighting, landscaping and architectural features plans for the proposed fire hall.  There were no questions or concerns.

Comprehensive Plan annual report:

The Board reviewed the draft annual report on the comprehensive plan.  The Board added language to the section on high priority actions recommended to include:

1. The WOLCDC should promote Bloomfield as a destination utilizing such local attractions as the AWA.

2. The Village should research the possibility of selling excess water to a bottling company to increase the water revenue base.

The Board will review the amended report at their next meeting.

The Planning Board members would like copies of the Recreation Master Plan.

Dan Morley was excused at 8:30 p.m.

Village Center District local law amendment review: 
1. Board received review comments from Ontario County Planning.  

2. Clerk received comments from Derek Brocklebank:

a. Section 913 C#10 – ground mounted sign as a special use permit – “lack of visibility” is unenforceable because it is not measurable – should modify language to say “if more than 50% of the sign is obscured”…

b. Section 1007 B car wash – noise levels can not be measured – remove section 1007B after the first sentence. 

c. Section 1007 C – change wording of “front yard” to “area between the building and the right-of-way”

d. Section 1007 H – role of Planning Board is to regulate land use and NOT regulate the business – change wording to define normal hours of operation and that PB must approve any hours outside of the normal hours of operation. 

Normal hours could be from 6am until 9 pm.

3. Nancy Long met with Pittsford Mayor Bob Corby to review the draft law.  
a. Pittsford has language providing for escrow which can be added to Article III – applicable to all districts

b. Pittsford has clearer definitions for lot lines to define front, side, and back yards 

Nancy Long will incorporate the input received from Ontario County Planning, Derek Brocklebank, Bob Corby, Mike Woodruff, and Frances Coleman into the VCD local law for Planning Board review. 
Commercial use compliance at 49 Main St.:

The property located at 49 Main St. is zoned residential but contains at least 2 commercial uses.  The property owner met informally with the Planning Board (at the time of property purchase) to discuss using the property for small-scale used car sales.  There was debate over whether the used car sales use had expired and whether a variance was required to resume that use.  The Planning Board felt that the CEO should make that determination. 
The property currently has 6 or more cars for sale and a large sign advertising tires for sale and snow-plowing services available.  These uses are in addition to the wholesale home occupation.  Although there are no immediate concerns for the Planning Board at this time, it is their duty to the community to ensure that the uses are in compliance with the laws. 
The Planning board will contact the CEO to determine:

1. What the determination was concerning the need for a variance for the used car sales

2. What sections of law support the decision of the CEO

3. Are the large lighted sign and the other signs in compliance and do they possess sign permits
Adjournment:  Nancy Witt motioned, Nikki Every seconded and it was unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 9:30 p.m.
