Village of Bloomfield Planning Board Meeting of July 14, 2011
Present: Chairperson Nancy Long, Nancy Witt, Nikki Every, Dan Morley
Excused: Tom Kugris, Kathy Conradt
The minutes were taken from a taped recording of the meeting.

The meeting was opened at 7:10 pm.

Dan Morley motioned, Nikki Every seconded and it was unanimously approved to accept the minutes for the June 23 meeting as submitted.

Sign regulations:

1. The board discussed application  procedures, permit process and certificates of compliance.

2. Section 1117 –  discussed whether content of signs should be addressed in the code.  Although it may be somewhat difficult to enforce as offensive is a subjective term, it was decided that some language should be included in the section dealing with prohibited signs.  The section will prohibit inappropriate or offensive content.
3. Section 1118 – 
a. the list of criteria was relocated here from other sections to flow more smoothly.

b.  G – will keep the extra 60 days to allow for unforeseen circumstances

4. Section 1119 – should put all enforcement issues into one place eventually such as in Article 14 but will keep as presented for now.
Sign definitions:

1. Sign definition – remove last sentence with listing – too limiting and not needed

2. Abandoned signs – change to discontinued for 60 days to match criteria for abandonment of business.  Temporary sings will be 48 days.

3. Sign area – no change

4. Bldg front – remove – not referenced anywhere in the code so not needed

5. Business sign – should be part of commercial speech sign – remove, not needed

6. Changeable copy – sign with speech copy that may be changed at any time

7. Commercial speech sign – identifies or advertises a commercial enterprise or activity, product, commodity, or service offered for the purpose of financial gain. Will be listed under “s” for signs and not “c” as it is addressing commercial only as it pertains to signs in this section.

8. Ground – add “mounted”

9. Illuminated – no change – do not need to differentiate between interior and exterior lighting sources

10. Lighting devices – remove, not needed

11. Outdoor advertising – remove – not needed

12. Roof signs – add “and projecting above the eaves”

13. Sandwich board signs – remove physical description and change to two-sided, which are approximately 2ft x 3ft. 

14. Temporary sign – remove, redundant 

It was discussed and decided to send the sign regulation amendments to Julian Adams at SHPO, who is considered an expert at sign regulations.

The planning board will give a last review of the final sign amendments at the next meeting before they are forwarded to the ZBA, SHPO, TEB CEO, Ontario County Planning and the Village Trustees.

Nancy Witt motioned, Dan seconded and it was unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 9:00 p.m.

The next meeting will be held on Thursday July 28 at 7:00 p.m.
