Village of Bloomfield Planning Board Meeting of July 22, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by  Nikki Every.  Present were Nikki Every, Nancy Witt, Dave Conklin, and Dan Morley.  Nancy Long, Tom Kugris and Clerk Kathy Conradt were excused. Also present were Dale Frasca, Michael Sydow, and Michale CutriBynoe from the Daily Messenger newspaper. 
The meeting minutes were taken from a taped recording.

Dave Conklin motioned, Nikki Every seconded and it was unanimously carried to accept the minutes of the July 8 meeting as submitted.

Area variance for 26 Main St.:

Michael Sydow was present to discuss his area variance request for relief of 9 ft. in height to construct a barn at his residence, located at 26 Main St., tax map #67.20-2-21.100. The following was discussed:

1. The total square footage proposed for the 2-story barn is less than 4000 sq. ft.

2. The barn will connect to the existing garage.

3. A 9 ft. variance is requested, although the drawings indicate that the height may be 22 ft., requiring a 7 ft. variance.

4. The barn next door appears to be considerably higher than this proposed barn. There are several homes along Main St. that have 2-story barns behind the houses.

5. The proposed barn will have a steel roof and be painted burgundy to look like an old barn.
6. The proposed application is a Type II under SEQR and no further environmental review is required of the Planning Board. 
7. The Planning Board had no concerns and felt that the barn would not be detrimental to the neighborhood. 

Dave Conklin motioned, Dan Morley seconded and it was unanimously carried to recommend to the ZBA that a height variance of 9 ft. be granted to Michael Sydow to construct a two-story barn on his property located at 26 Main St.    

Review Policy vs. Local Law:

1. A local law allows no flexibility without formally amending the law

2. The Planning Board has not received input from the attorney or information concerning the policies of other municipalities yet.
3. There was disappointment expressed that the first application received, after the review policy was adopted, did not follow the policy in terms of receiving the application 10 days prior to the Planning Board meeting.  The purpose of adopting the policy is to ensure that all applications are consistently reviewed in the same way.
Nancy Witt motioned, Dave Conklin seconded and it was unanimously carried to affirm the previous adoption of the review procedures as a policy at this time, with the provision that the policy may be considered as a local law at some time in the future. 
Zoning Code List:

1. Nancy Witt will share her research findings and recommendations with the Planning Board concerning Section 1005 of the Zoning Law at the next meeting 
2. Nikki and Nancy Long will start share their research findings and recommendations on the subdivision regulations at the next meeting.

3. Dave and Dan will report on the Village Center District regulations at the Aug. 26 meeting with the idea that it is desirable to incorporate many different ideas for development into the regulations, if possible.

The next meeting will be Thursday August 12.  Because the ZBA will hold a public hearing for the area variance application received for 26 Main St. on August 12 in the board room, the Planning Board will plan to meet in the small conference room.  If an application is received, the Planning Board will meet at the Town Hall instead.
As there was no other business before the Planning Board at this time, Dave Conklin motioned, Nancy Witt seconded and it was unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 7:40 p.m.
