Sign regulations:

The board reviewed the draft sign law amendment which is intended to replace Article XIII in its entirety.  
A.  The main intentions of the amendment are to:

1. reorganize the sections to flow more smoothly,

2. to change the focus of the criteria to grant signs from what district the sign is located in to what use of the property the sign is attached to,

3.  after the first sign is granted, the applicant may not necessarily be required to have planning board review of subsequent signs.
B. Modifications

1. Pg 1 – section 1102E change “conserve” to ”preserve”

2. Pg 5 – section 1106 – change “one” to “25% window coverage”

3. Pg 12 – section 1112 – discussed whether there should be a size limit on event signs and it was decided that since they are temporary and enforcement would be difficult, no size limitation will be placed on temporary event signs. 

Sign definitions:  accepted as submitted
Other business:

A.  Review of the zoning law will be continued at the next meeting.  It was discussed whether to hold a meeting on the second Thursday of August as Dan Morley and Kathy Conradt will be away that week and Tom Kugris will probably not be able to attend.  Nancy Long will hold a meeting if she has a quorum.
