The meeting was opened at 5:30 pm with the pledge to the flag. 
Privilege of the Floor:  The Board presented a certificate of recognition to Brian Steenburn for taking first place in a competition at the Saratoga Springs water workshop.  He also placed in the top ten (in the world) at the Chicago conference.  Mr. Steenburn reported that he gained a lot of information concerning the use of GIS for locating, detailing, and long-term financing of infrastructure. 
Minutes: The May minutes were approved as amended. 

Mayor’s report:

1. Received a request from St. Peter’s Church to close Park Place on July 10 if it rains.  The Board has approved the request and will notify the Church.
2. The Mayor, Clerk and DPW Supervisor met with Bruce Walters, representing SG Securities, to discuss an offer to use the Village DPW as a pilot program for a new security system.  The system would offer keyless entry and security surveillance of the plant which could be accessed from the internet without the need for special software. SG Securities would provide all of the equipment and maintenance at no cost and the Village would agree to be the subject for sales presentations.
3. Received confirmation from the Sheriffs’ Department for use of a speed monitoring device adjacent to the elementary school in September when school reopens. 

4. Contacted the Mayor of the Village of Brockport for information to share with Bloomfield residents concerning dissolution.
5. USDA has put all applications for funding on hold because they are out of money.  They will hold “town hall “ meetings next week and our financial advisor will attend the meeting and then update us on how to proceed with our water project.

Clerk’s report:

1. Board reviewed the monthly financial report.  

2.   Presented Abstract #13 (vouchers 461- 480, B12) in the following amounts:
General Fund $14,585.35; Water Fund $3,175.68; Sewer Fund $9,077.61; Beautification Fund $32.90.  Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee Engstrom seconded and it was unanimously carried to pay the bills as presented.  
3. Presented Abstract #1 (vouchers 1-31) in the following amounts: General Fund $45,312.13, Water Fund $13,975.53, Sewer Fund $7,012.23, Trust and Agency $5,858.56.  Trustee Coleman motioned, Trustee Engstrom seconded and it was unanimously carried to pay the bills as presented; and further to grant prior approval to the Clerk to pay the bills for the Chicago workshop (which will come on the credit card before the July meeting).
 The Clerk and Supervisor of Public Works declared that all goods have been received and all services rendered. 
4.  Tax collection is at 28% so far this month.  
5.  Received information from the Ontario County Clerks meeting regarding the old election machines.  The old machines will be scrapped by the County as of July 23 and may be available for sale to schools and villages.  After speaking to Bruce Harter, the person responsible for setting up the machines for Bloomfield, it is recommended that the Village not use the machines due to the high number of breakdowns during elections and the difficulty in getting parts for repairs.  The next village election will be held at the Village office and use paper ballots.
6.  Received a phone call from Mr. Richard Philipson, of Bloomfield Meadows, with some concerns he has about property maintenance in the Village.  He would like the CEO to enforce property maintenance laws on the two houses on the east side of Bennett Ave., the parking lot at the Plaza, the parking lot behind the diner, and the floor at the car wash.  He had hoped to attend but was not able to.  The Board will invite him to the July meeting to address his concerns.    

7.   Received a request from Gerald and Deborah Sullivan to annex a land-locked parcel out of the village to be incorporated into their larger adjacent parcel in the Town.  The village parcel is very wet and unsuitable for residential development at this time.  Nancy Long mentioned that the Comprehensive Plan has a proposal for future roads and if a road was constructed in the future, the property would no longer be land-locked.  The Board will hold a public hearing for the annexation request at their July meeting after confirmation with the Sullivans.  

CEO report: received and reviewed.  Trustee Engstrom inquired as to whether the site plan for the deck at Cheap Charlie’s included outdoor speakers.  Nancy Long replied that it did not. 

Public works report: Brian Rayburn reported:
Water
1. The communication system has been operating normally for about six weeks.  The back up system will be installed when the new phone line is completed.

2. The new Michigan St. well project is underway. The pump and pitless adapter have been set, two old test wells have been properly abandoned and the materials are on site now for the pipe work. The pipe work will be started next week and the electrical contractor will start soon.

3. There were four water leaks this month. Two were in the town’s water district #2, one was a hydrant and valve blow out at the corner of Main and Church Streets, and one was a main line break on East Main Street. All four leaks were on weekends. Assistance was provided to the City of Canandaigua with a water main and hydrant replacement while they were short staffed. 
4. During a routine inspection, a leak was detected in the storage tank on South Ave. This was repaired by the tank manufacturer within 24 hours. They also repaired three smaller leaks higher up on the tank. 

5. Several days were spent working on the towns meter pits replacing non-functional electric services.

6. The DOH conducted its annual inspection this month. One violation, which was a reoccurring problem with the DDSO on South Avenue, was sited. Some small requirements were required, most of which have been completed already. Overall the inspection went well (report included in packet)
7.  The Ontario County 911 Center will be contacted to research the option of using the reverse 911 contact system during certain emergencies. A large amount of time during water breaks is spent taking calls from people out of water. The reverse call system would use 911 technology to make calls to every resident in the affected area to tell them what the emergency is. Only one call to the 911 center would be needed to let them know the area affected. 

Watershed
8.  The firehouse contamination testing is still ongoing with total remediation expected in the very near future.

Sewer and WWTP
9.  Some routine repairs in the WWTP are needed. All of the parts are on hand to do the repairs and the work will be scheduled at a time so that the full crew can assist with the repairs and get them all done at once. 

Streets
10.  I am currently waiting for RG&E to do a disconnect so we can do a repair on the control panel for several of our street lights. 
11.  Street work is ongoing but water issues have been having a drastic impact on scheduling.

12.  Geotilities has been contacted and asked to finish our project up as soon as possible. 

Engineer’s report: most of the mapping has been completed for the water improvement capital project.
Committee reports:

1. Comprehensive Plan – on hold for Village Planning Board review.   
2. WOLCDC – see Tour De New York mentioned below.
3. Water Committee – Mayor apologized for bypassing the report last month.  Trustee Coleman reported that the committee met in May and gained considerable information on the system from Trustee Barnard.  The committee is reviewing the annual water contract with the TEB.  No actions items were recommended at that time.
4. Recreation committee – no report
5. Insurance committee – no report.
Unfinished business:

1. Gateway signs – Trustee Coleman reported: 

a. Received a proposal for four signs with an estimated cost of $19,140.
b. The flower cart logo will be used.
c. 4 locations have been chosen to place the signs so NYS DOT ROW permits will not be needed and the signs may contain slots for businesses to advertise. Verbal permission has been granted from the property owners of the 4 sites and we are currently awaiting written confirmation before proceeding with formal easement agreements.
d. It is recommended that the slots be assessed an annual fee of $200/slot/year as this will cover the expenses incurred over an eight year period, including annual maintenance, which is the estimated lifespan of the signs before major refurbishment may be needed.  

e. The sign vendor requires a deposit of 50% on June 25 in order to proceed.
Trustee Engstrom motioned, Mayor Falsone seconded and it was unanimously carried to purchase the gateway signs from Signlanguage for a cost not to exceed $20,000 and to approve payment of a deposit in the amount of 50% on June 25.  Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to assess a fee of $200/slot/year for business sponsorships of the gateway signs, and to authorize the Mayor to set any other guidelines as needed to offer sponsorships to local businesses.
The Mayor and Board would like to acknowledge the hard work and extend appreciation to Trustee Coleman for his dedication to moving the gateway signs project forward so quickly.
2. Tour De New York – Clerk reported for Trustee Barnard:

a. There have been meetings with the WOLCDC and the subcommittee for the businesses.  Written notification of all residents and businesses along the race route will be done by Full Moon Vista. 

b. A few extra waste receptacles should be placed around the Pickle Park area on the day of the race to reduce the clean-up work needed after the event.  
c. The Garden Club may be contacted concerning some subtle protection for the plantings along the edge of Pickle Park.

d. Received a request to extend the hours that South Ave., Park Place and a portion of Main St. will be closed on Aug 10.  Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to close South Ave. and Park Place from Main St., to State St. from 9:30 am until 7:00 p.m. and to close Main St from Howard Ave. to 100 yards west of Michigan St. from 9:30 am until 5:30 p.m.  
3.  Co-generation project – Trustee Coleman reported that he visited a manufacturer in Dunkirk for the  new furnace technology, which is especially appropriate for seniors with health issues, if the power goes out. Unfortunately the technology is very expensive and could only be implemented in our Village to the intended target recipients if grant funding were available.  Ontario County will be contacted to see if they are interested in pursuing grant funding for a project of this type in order to consider a wider applicant base.  

6:30 p.m. Public hearing for proposed Local Law #1 of 2010: 

The reading of the legal notice was waived for the proposed local law addressing Planning Board administrative procedures.  The following points were discussed:

1.   Nancy Long, Planning Board Chair, addressed the Board with background information on how the proposed law was developed and its intent to clarify to the applicant exactly what the review process entails.  She has requested that the language be amended to add the requirement for written notification of a change in agent to represent an application.

 2. Dan Kwarta, 78 Main St. stated that the proposed law appears to be a reiteration of procedures that were adopted by the Planning Board years ago.  He added that the proposed local law would serve the Planning Board members better as an adopted policy to allow some flexibility.  A policy can be modified easily and a local law must follow due process for an amendment.  The recommendation to adopt the procedures as a local law came from Mr. Boylan, the special counsel for the Planning Board. 

3. The draft law was sent to Brocklebank Law Firm for review but no response has been received yet.  

4. It is recommended that the Planning Board consider adopting the procedures as a policy for now so that it will take effect immediately and be available to distribute to future applicants. Further study is needed before it is adopted as a local law.

The public hearing was closed at 6:55 p.m. 
New business:  
1. The Trustees will review an amendment to the existing ethics law, which was adopted 19 years ago, for review and public hearing at the next meeting.  The amendments are the result of information received at a workshop and from laws adopted by other municipalities.     
2. Planning Board request for land use moratorium: 
a. Nancy Long distributed some background information to identify issues of concern in the zoning law and land use regulations that the Planning Board would like to study.  It appears that some areas of the code are contradictory to other sections.

b. They would like a moratorium on multi-unit residential applications and residential subdivisions.  They do not wish to limit development but feel that they need time to be prepared for development.  The code needs to be clarified for both the Planning Board and applicants, to streamline the review process.
c. Board received written concerns from the CEO recommending that a moratorium is not needed in order for the Planning board to review the laws.  There are no pending applications that would conflict with the planned review. 

d. Mayor Falsone explained that the process for adopting a local law for a land use moratorium would take at least 90 days.

e. Dave Conklin, a Planning Board member, addressed the Board to state that the Planning Board vote for the moratorium was 3 in favor and 2 against.  He does not feel that a moratorium is needed and that there may be more of a communication problem than a problem with the codes.  There have been very few applications for development in the past and he does not want to discourage any potential development for the near future.   
f. The Board will table a decision on the moratorium request.  The Planning Board is asked to:
i.   Reconsider the time frame requested

ii.   Review opinion of the attorney, when received
iii.   Present a strong argument for the urgency to require a moratorium

iv.   Define tasks for review specific to sections of the code

g. The Planning Board will have 2 more meetings to begin the review process before the next Trustees’ meeting.  They may want to prioritize the sections of code to be reviewed and move forward with the top items and review the lesser issues later.


3.    The Trustees received information on a previous request to place a weight limit on Main St. 
a. It was discussed whether the real problem may be the use of “jake brakes” rather than the weight of the trucks.  Signage was discussed but it was decided that signs are ineffective in the long term.  
b. DOT has stated that a street must have a structural deficiency in order to justify a limit of its use.  Main St. does not have such deficiency, therefore a weight limit would not be appropriate.
c. It was suggested that the Comprehensive Plan committee may want to address this topic in conjunction with routing and safety of traffic.

4. The Village has taken the initial steps towards developing an assets management plan by acquiring the Geotilities program.  Once the infrastructure is located and mapped, field data is added to the program, and the water capital project bids have been received, the next logical step in the process would be to invite an expert to a Trustees’ meeting to explain all of the program benefits and further define the remaining steps to implement the plan for long-range infrastructure projects and long-term financing of those projects.
5. The Village will develop a method for sharing with the residents, the benefits of local government.   This may take the form of press releases or articles in the quarterly newsletter or other forms as opportunities arise. 
6. Nancy Long reported that she had been contacted by Mr. Martin Janda, an engineer from BME Assoc., to meet with DEC, a prospective developer, and engineers to discuss the portion of Fish Creek which flows through the property located on the northwest corner of Main St. and Elm St.  Following a brief discussion it was decided that the Village Engineer and the Public Works Supervisor would attend the meeting in place of the Planning Chair.  Trustee Engstrom will also attend the meeting as the adjacent property owner and not as a village representative.

Trustee Engstrom motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 8:14 p.m.
