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TREES
Remember that the village can only trim trees that are on the village right of way.  If you are planning on planting a new tree this year, please call the DPW before you dig to make sure you do not plant it in an area that may have an easement for a water or sewer line.  
RELEVY OF TAXES

In April any uncollected water and sewer rents are relevied onto the village tax bills that arrive in June. This relevy amount is not tax deductible. There is also a hefty penalty for late payment. 
Remember that if you use an online service to pay your bill, there is a time delay of several days before the online service actually cuts and sends the check to the Village so if you are processing the bill on the last day of the penalty-free period, it will arrive late and incur a late penalty.  The Village offers an opportunity for automatic payments on the 15th of the month through CNB and forms are available in the Village office.
BRUSH REMOVAL

The brush removal program is scheduled for Monday, May 9th. Please keep the brush away from trees and poles.  Place the brush parallel to the curb so the backhoe is able to grab the brush easily.  For further information contact the DPW at 657-7319. If you would like to drop off your brush, the DPW is open during regular working hours of 7:00 am- 4 pm Mondays through Thursdays, and from 7:30 am until 10 am on Fridays.  It will also be open on the last Saturday of the month in June, July, August and September from 9am-2pm.
         WATER LINE CONSTRUCTION
Great news!  The long-awaited capital project to install new water mains has begun.  The following timeline is our best estimate of the construction, barring any unforeseen difficulties:

Oakmount Ave.

1. Begin installation on March 14- 25

2.  Pipeline integrity testing and disinfection is planned for March 21- 22 and March 28-31. 

3.  Installation of tie-ins from the new main to the properties’ services March 25 - April 1.

South Ave. and Main St.

1. Installation on March 28 thru April 8.

2. Pipeline integrity testing and disinfection is planned for April 7-8.

3. Installation of the tie-ins from the new main to the properties’ services April 7 - April 15.

Michigan St.

1. Installation on April 11 - 20

2.  Pipeline integrity testing and disinfection is planned for April 11 - 15  

3.  Installation of the tie-ins from the new main to the properties’ services April 18-April 29.

Maple Ave and Jones Terrace

1. Installation on April 22 - May 8

2.  Pipeline integrity testing and disinfection is planned for April 20- 22 and May 2-6. 

3.  Installation of the tie-ins from the new main to the properties’ services May 4 - May 13.

Restoration of disturbed soil and seeding will occur after the backfill settles. 

        ELECTION RESULTS

Thank you to all who turned out for the March election.  Incumbent Mark Falsone was elected to a four year term as mayor, and Francis Coleman and Clayton Barnard to terms of four years as Trustees.  The new term of office begins at noon on Monday April 4.   
VILLAGE BUDGET

The Village budget is always a challenge to put together. The water rates will increase approximately $65 per year for a typical household using 100,000 gallons/year to help cover the bond and interest costs for water main project. 
The sewer rate will increase approximately $6 per year to build up the sewer capital reserve so that we are better prepared for repairs to the 60+ year old sewer system without having to have a drastic increase in rate in any given year. 

The trustees, board members and village employees recognize that it is very difficult for families and businesses to make ends meet in this depressed economy.  Therefore, expenses were reduced wherever practical in all funds.  Changing the health insurance benefits helped us to realize substantial savings. There will be no increase in the tax rate for the second year in a row.

      WATER OPERATOR OF THE YEAR             
Brian Rayburn, Supervisor of Public Works for the Village of Bloomfield, was awarded Water Treatment Plant Operator of the Year for 2010 by the Finger Lakes Water Works Conference. This award recognizes Brian’s leadership, selfless giving of time and dedication and was presented to him on February 3, 2011 by the FLWWC Board in Geneva, NY.  He was nominated by the NYS Dept. of Health particularly for his responses to two separate incidents of potential contamination to the local drinking water system.  His quick and aggressive response to remediate the contamination resulted in no significant harm to the drinking water system. The FLWWC is the Finger Lakes Region section of the American Water Works Association which provides professional training and standards development for public water supplies. 

    LOCAL ECONOMIC REVITALIZATION
We are very pleased to announce that two committees have been formed under the guidance of the Village Board of Trustees to study actions to revitalize our local economy.

The Rte 444 Enhancements Committee is preparing a formal report, due in April, to the Trustees with recommendations for both short and long-term activities to improve the appearance of Maple Ave. and Elm St. Recommendations from this report will appear in the next newsletter.

The Business Development Committee will be forming in April to work closely with the WOLCDC to study ways to help promote our local businesses. You can help by shopping locally at all of our businesses. These businesses not only support themselves but also hire area residents as employees and support many community organizations.
