The meeting was opened at 5:30 pm with the pledge to the flag. 
Privilege of the Floor:  Bill Compton and Jack Herrington were present to request assistance for:

1. Permission to install a geoprobe soil exploration hole in the eastern end of Pickle Park.  The Fire District is working to define the limit of the contamination area which was discovered on the fire house property.  The test boring would be placed in an area chosen to disturb as little of the plantings as possible and the approx. 3” hole would be restored to its present condition.  Industrial solvents and creosote have been detected in amounts well below threshold levels so far but the Fire District intends to be absolute certain  that any and all actions needed are taken to protect the Village aquifer.  

The Village Board accepts the recommendation of the Public Works Supervisor to grant the request of the Fire District to install a geoprobe soil exploration hole in the eastern end of Pickle Park.

2. The Fire District also requests Village DPW manpower and/or equipment on a short-term basis, if it should become necessary and only if the DPW is available at the time of the request.

The Village Board authorizes the Supervisor of Public works to provide manpower/ equipment to the Fire District where practical.

Mayor’s report:

1. Sales tax revenues for this quarter are down 8.2% from this quarter last year.

2. Had two telephone conversations and met with the State troopers regarding the main St. residents’ concerns for speeding patrol cars.  The State Troopers had all matters relating to the incident documented and explained the situation to the Mayor that the patrol officers were responding to a violation of an order of protection.  No further action on this matter is needed.  

3. Received a letter of interest from Dan Morley regarding the position of alternate for the Planning Board.  Trustee Coleman motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to accept the recommendation of the Mayor to appoint Daniel Morley to the position of Planning Board alternate.
4. Had a telephone conversation with Mr. Boylan, the attorney representing the Planning Board, to get an update on the status of the proposed Elm St. project.

5. Met with Derek Brocklebank, the village attorney, to discuss retaining the special counsel for the Planning Board and to confirm the role of Brocklebank Law Firm as the legal counsel for the Village. 

6. Met, by request from the developers, with representatives from Four Clovers Development and DHD Ventures to discuss various topics relating to the proposed Elm St. project.  The developers were advised that the Planning Board had retained special counsel and that the attorney would be contacting the legal counsel for the Developers.

7. Met with the Towns of East and West Bloomfield, Bristol and the School District Superintendent to discuss the upcoming bike race.

Clerk’s report:

1. Board reviewed the monthly financial report.  

2.   Presented Abstract #12 (vouchers 416- 460, B10&11) in the following amounts:
General Fund $32,466.27; Water Fund $40,853.74; Sewer Fund $4,444.16; Trust and Agency $6,529.70, Beautification Fund $530.00.  Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to pay the bills as presented.  Trustee Engstrom motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to make the following transfers: 

a) transfer $22,342 in the General Fund from A1010.12 in the amount of $525, from A1620.44 in the amount of $341, A1640.2 in the amount of $1900, from A1910.4 in the amount of $4781, from A5010.2 in  the amount of $1000, from A5010.4 in the amount of $7000, from A5182.4 in the amount of $795, from A5410.4 in the amount of $3000, and from A8010.4 in the amount of $3000, to A1010.1 in the amount of $350, to A1010.4 in the amount of $10, to A1325.4 in the amount of $1199, to A1330.4 in the amount of $50, to A1620.42 in the amount of $653, to A1640.4 in the amount of $861, and to A5110.2 in the amount of $18,865, and to A5680.4 in the amount of $47 and also to transfer the $123,716.40in A9950.96 for the Michigan St. project to the Water Fund as proposed in the budget 
b) transfer in the Water Fund $5035 from F9710.6 in the amount of $3000, from F8310.4 in the amount of $690, from F8330.4 in the amount of $621, and from F1960.4 in the amount of $724 to F8320.4 in the amount of $2458, to F8320.41 in the amount of $2288, to F8320.42 in the amount of $149, F8340.4 in the amount of $10, and to F9030.8 in the amount of $130

c) Transfer in the Sewer Fund $717 fromG1990.4 to G1960.4 in the amount of $321 and to G8130.44 in the amount of $396
 The Clerk and Supervisor of Public Works declared that all goods have been received and all services rendered. 
3.  Received information on amendments to the dissolution law currently pending in both houses and will keep the board up to date as information becomes available. 
4. Water relevy was up 8% and the sewer relevy was up 5% this year in comparison to last year’s figures. Although the tax rate this year is the same as last year, the Village will realize a 1% increase in taxes receivable due to a change in assessments.
5.  New posting laws require that the Village budget and a tax exempt property report appear on the Village website.  
6.  Attended an Ontario County Village Clerks meeting and received the annual villages’ survey which is in the trustees’ review packets.  Rushville was the only village to have no outstanding balances for water or sewer relevy this year due to a new fee adopted for relevy.  Rushville now charges $100 per customer for relevied amounts.

7. Attended several workshops at the Burgundy Basin Inn addressing green sustainability, wind towers and planning board basics.  The planning board workshop suggested that municipalities adopt a code of ethics with guidelines for standards of conduct.

8. The Gardening Angels have requested that the Village purchase 2 or 3 new waste receptacles for main St. and they will have them decoratively painted.  The Board authorizes the DPW to purchase 3 waste receptacles as requested.
9. Received a complaint from a Main St. resident regarding truck traffic on Main St.  The Village Board will discuss this matter at their next meeting.

10. Request prior approval to pay the Village insurance bill from Selective in the amount of $18,376.11 due by 06/09/10.  Trustee Barnard motioned, Mayor Falsone seconded and it was unanimously carried to grant prior approval to pay the village insurance bill.

CEO report: reviewed.  CEO will be out for surgery commencing June 2, 2010.  Clerk shared photographs sent by a resident concerning the current non-compliant status of 35 Michigan St.  The property was cited a year ago for non-compliance to property maintenance laws and no work has commenced yet. Trustee Coleman also reported that the building permit application form issued by the CEO should be modified for roof construction, sheds, and any other items that are not charged the same fee as a regular building permit project. 

Public works report: Brian Rayburn reported:
WATER
1.  The communication system has been operating at 100% for two weeks now. Arrangements have been made for the new radios to be permanently installed now and have applied for the new frequency license. When I am confident we have a satisfactory repair I will contact the vendors involved and negotiate the billing. The equipment for the FSI System has been ordered and will be installed when it comes in. 

2. One water break in May on CR40 and involved an out of district user. The homeowner hired a private contractor to repair the leak. The DPW supervised and offered assistance in the form of instruction for a proper repair.

3. Waiting on the last of the supplies for the Michigan Street well project and will complete our portion in June. Bids were opened for the electric portion of the project, with the low bidder being M.W. Controls Service at a price of $40,929.00. It is recommended that the Board accept the bid and award the contract at this time.  Trustee Coleman motioned, Trustee Engstrom seconded and it was unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Public Works Supervisor and Village Engineer to award the electrical contract to M.W. Controls in the amount of $40,929 for the Michigan St. well project.
4. The Town Board has graciously contributed $800.00 to assist in sending Brian Steenburn to    Chicago to compete in the national meter madness competition. He will also be attending some incredible training. Many thanks to the Town Board for their contribution.

WATERSHED

5.  Sampling and testing in regards to the town sheds contamination is ongoing with all samples being clean so far.

6.  The firehouse contamination identification is progressing rapidly. Once the extent of the contamination is identified, clean up will commence. 

SEWER AND WWTP

7.  The flow monitoring study is complete and it appears that it will be easy to narrow down the problem areas. Data will be studied further as time permits and a program to address the I and I issue will be developed. 
8. Requested information from the DEC on issues related to Grade 3 sewer license with no response from the DEC yet.
9.  Tours of the WWTP were given to several high school classes this month. This appears to be greatly appreciated by the teachers involved.

STREETS & PARK

10. The oil and stoning for the year is complete. East Main Street and Hillcrest were done. 

11.  Blacktopping is well under way and should be completed next week. 
12.  Striping of crosswalks and parking spaces should be done in the next few weeks.

13.  The final portion of stream cleaning will progress as soon as it can be coordinated with the Town. Schedules have been too busy in the last few weeks to get this done.

14. Completed some pipe and drainage work on Church Street. This was drastically needed. 

15. Streets have been swept three times and will be done again as needed.

16. Geotilities has been progressing. They are currently locating in Henrietta and will return soon.  When completed, the program will provide mapping and a database to do inventory and capital planning.
17.  Brush pick up was completed and the brush pile is small enough to hold off on chipping the pile this summer.

MISC. 

18. If the Village can purchase a 2010 pickup truck now instead of waiting until June, we can see a savings of $6500.00 over a 2011 model. Current truck needs extensive repairs and there are almost no 2010 trucks left available for purchase. Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to make the appropriate transfers in the current budget to purchase the 2010 pickup truck in the amount of $15,509 and to amend the 2010/11 budget to remove the line item for purchase of a pickup truck.
19. NYS DOT in Canandaigua has been offered the use of our break room to eat their lunches when they are working in the area. 

20. A banner across Main St. has been requested for Harmony for Heroes.  It has been difficult to find a place where two poles are directly across from each other.
The Trustees commend the public works department for the excellent job in keeping up the Village appearance and working cooperatively with the various volunteer groups.    
Engineer’s report: bid recommendation discussed previously.
Committee reports:

1. Comprehensive Plan – on hold for Village Planning Board review.   
2. WOLCDC – Trustee Barnard reported:

a. The WOLCDC members and the Town of E. Bloomfield met with Scott Page to discuss the Tour de New York bike race proposed for Bloomfield on Aug. 10. The next meeting will be on June 15 and the Clerk will represent the Village Board in Trustee Barnard’s absence.  

b. Information to residents will be in the June village newsletter and postcards will be sent to residents affected by street closings.
c. The event sponsors would like to focus the activities at the staging area (113 main St.) and the fire hall.

d. The event sponsors would like to see the vendor activities confined to local vendors 

e. Ron Newell was present and expressed concern that the Fire Department/Ambulance have not been notified about the vent and would like to be consulted as soon as possible to determine if they are able to provide any services to the community on the day of the event.  The sponsors have made provision for Monroe Ambulance to cover the racers and also Finger Lakes Ambulance but have been asked by the Village to contact our local emergency service providers.

3. Water Committee – report tabled
4. Recreation committee – no report
5. Insurance committee – no report.
Unfinished business:

1. Gateway signs – Trustee Coleman reported: 

a. One proposal has been received so far for signs and has been sent to all trustees for review (three vendors were contacted).

b. A logo and design must be decided

c. Although Ontario County is very supportive, NYS DOT approvals are complicated.  A quote for sleeves was requested to allow the signs to be movable, if needed.  Temporary permits from DOT may be needed to meet the Aug. 10 deadline.
d. Remington Steele is willing to take the lead on landscaping around the gateway signs as his eagle project.  

e. The vendor would like a decision by June 21 in order to complete the signs before Aug. 10.

f. Ginny Schroeder will be contacted to request her services in choosing a committee to choose a suitable design and logo for the signs.

Mayor Falsone motioned, trustee Engstrom seconded and it was unanimously carried to purchase gateway signs for a cost not to exceed $25,000 and to fund them from the economic development reserve, subject to permissive referendum.

2. It has been confirmed that the intersection of Oakmount Ave. and Main St. does not meet the minimum criteria to warrant a traffic light.

3. Contract for attorney to represent Planning Board – designed for Planning Board as client to manage attorney services and to control expenses.  Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee Engstrom seconded and it was unanimously carried to contract with Mark Boylan, of Boylan Law Office, to provide legal services to the Planning Board for the proposed Elm St. townhouse project.   The Mayor read a letter he will send to the Planning Board to clarify the scope of review for the attorney services.

New business:  
1. Trustee Coleman reported on his preliminary research into a program for residential cogeneration for fragile residents. The furnaces are a new prototype that would also be energy efficient because they combine heating and power by producing electricity as a waste product.  Trustee Coleman has contacted NYSERDA for funding and although they currently feel that this is more of a security issue than an efficiency issue, the new prototype may qualify for an efficiency grant.  Trustee Coleman will visit the manufacturer in Dunkirk and has also contacted National Fuel.  He will study the possibility of making the Village a pilot project and work with National Fuel and NYSERDA to secure funding.

2. The workshops attended by the Clerk recommended that municipalities adopt a code of ethics with standards of conduct.  The Trustees will review the existing ethics law, which was adopted 19 years ago, for review at the next meeting.     
Executive session: by request of Nancy Long, Planning Board Chairperson, Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee Engstrom seconded and it was unanimously carried to enter into executive session at 8:10 p.m. to discuss a matter of possible litigation concerning the proposed Elm St. project. 

Trustee Engstrom motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to close executive session at 8:40 p.m.
