The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Nancy Long at 7:00 p.m. 

Minutes: Dave motioned, Nancy Witt seconded and it was unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the Nov. 4 meeting as submitted.

Land use regulations review:   Nancy Witt reported that Chatfield Engineers will update the subdivision regulations for approximately $3600.  This will be requested as a budget item in the 2011/2012 budget.  The process for review needs to be defined and the time frame appears to be 8 months.

Municipal parking: Nikki Every reported on a conversation she had with the Mayor of Pittsford concerning provision of municipal parking.  Municipal parking is difficult to require through regulation and could be negotiated with a developer.

Concept Plan for 1 Elm St.:

The Planning Board discussed a concept plan for proposed development at 1 Elm St.  The following points were addressed:
1. Discussed sewer line locations in relation to the proposed project – need a map from the DPW.
a. If possible, developer could consider relocating convenience store/gas station to northern portion of parcel where residential use is currently proposed

i. Could use WWTP roadway as access to commercial use and benefit from existing curb cut onto State roadway.

ii. Could improve traffic flow and safety

iii. Could provide buffer between residential use and WWTP  

2. Special use permits will be needed for: gas station, car wash, drive-through

3. Reviewed sections D,E, F of VCD regarding building placement and the requirement that buildings be, or appear to be, two stories in height.

4. Current VCD requires residential exist only on the second floor of commercial use.  This is not practical in the current economic climate.  Proposed stand-alone residential use requires a variance which may be easier for ZBA to grant if the placement of buildings was more in compliance with VCD.

5. Should advise developer that architectural features requirements in VCD are proposed to be amended to allow more flexibility.

6. Developer should review section 1023 of VCD for requirements of drive-through facilities.
Village Center District Local law amendment review: 
1. Section D 3 – remove “side” setback and add “from the boundary line” after 15 ft. Move second sentence to the end of the paragraph.

2. Section E 1 (3) add ‘and dormers”

3. Section F k change to “one space”

4. Section E 

a. 2 change ‘should” to “shall”

b. 3 (a) – add “20 ft”

c. 3 (b) – change 4 ft to 6 ft and add “from residential properties” for buffering

5. Section 1007 C – remove language for CC District in first sentence and add 10 ft for side setback and 15 ft for rear setback.

a. D 1 – add ‘in CC District”

b. D 2 – change to “one parking space per employee on site”

c. F – add ‘down ward and” away from…

d. G – change determined to approved

e. Remove H and I

6. Add H – Reservoir Space with definition
a. In CC District – 4 in and 3 out

b. In VCD – 2 in and 1 out

Need an amendment to proposed Local Law #2 of 2010 to define “open space” and to omit #2 – drainage ponds.

Review process time line: Final review approval by Planning Board Chair, then amended law to Derek Brocklebank and Village Board for Dec. 29 meeting with possible public hearing and amended law to Ontario County Planning by Nov 26 for Dec 8 review.
