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HALLOWEEN '11
 The Board of Trustees passed a resolution defining the time of Halloween within the Village. It will be from 5 to 9 PM on Monday, October 31st. The village will be hiring deputy sheriffs to patrol the streets that evening and are requested to have the streets cleared shortly after 9 PM.  The board is asking that parents walk with younger children. We also ask that all residents and visitors cooperate with this resolution to make this celebration safe for all participants.

NEW MULCH POLICY

Due to the need to reduce expenses in the general fund, the village will chip brush every other year instead of every year.  In the past, there has been no limit as to how much mulch is available to any resident and some have taken advantage of this by removing very large amounts.  In order to continue to fairly provide mulch to all residents, it will now be limited to 6 cubic yards per year per household and no loading equipment or dump trucks are allowed.  
BRUSH PICKUP
The next scheduled brush pickup is October 3rd.  Please have your brush by the curb but not on the roadway, with branches parallel to the road and away from wires, poles, trees and mailboxes.  You may bring your brush to the WWTP Monday through Friday from 9 am until 3 pm. We are not able to take leaves.  Please do not rake leaves to the street or near the drainage inlets because if the inlets get plugged, the storm water will flood the streets and sidewalks during a heavy rain. There is no burning of leaves permitted within the Village.
PEDESTRIAN SAFETY
The new school year has begun and many of our children walk to school.  Please watch your speed when traveling through the Village, especially on Maple Avenue near the elementary school.  Remember that pedestrians have the right-of-way when crossing the streets at the crosswalks and vehicles are required by law to stop to allow pedestrians safe crossing. 
FIRE HYDRANTS and PLOWING
Winter will be here before we know it.  Please be sure to keep any fire hydrant that is close to you free of snow this winter.  Also be sure that you do not plow the snow from your driveway across the sidewalk or street.  There is no parking on village streets from 2 am until 6 am.  This is strictly enforced from Nov. 1 through April 30 so that snow plows can properly clean the streets.

LET’S KEEP OUR MONEY HERE
You can ensure that your fees for services stay in Ontario County: when you renew your vehicle registration online or through the mail to the address listed on the renewal form, your payment goes directly to the State or Federal government.  By simply changing the address on the form to Ontario County Dept. of Motor Vehicles, 20 Ontario St., Canandaigua, NY 14424, the County retains much of your fee.

The same holds true for passport applications.  The County realizes no revenue if you apply for your passport at a post office.  By applying to the Ontario County Clerk’s Office (same address as above) Ontario County retains most of the application fee.
UNFUNDED MANDATES
Just as households struggle to keep their heads above water in these strained economic times, local governments are struggling also. 
We kept the village tax rate flat for the last two budget years and reduced expenses, where possible, to balance the budget.  We based this year’s budget on a 20% increase in the NYS Retirement costs.  Unfortunately, the actual increase will be closer to 66%. This excess cost will result in a reduction of services elsewhere in the budget.

NYS DOH has reduced their expenses by passing on the costs of mandated training and licensing for our water and sewer operators onto us also.  NYS DOH has turned over the responsibility of tracking the training and issuing/renewing licenses to a private contractor who will now charge the village a total of $640 in water license renewals every 3 years and a total of $640 for sewer license renewals every 4 years.  Water operator training requirements include 30 hours per licensing period per employee and sewer training is 40 hours per licensing period per employee.  There has been a reduction in the number of training classes available so in addition to the cost of the actual workshops, additional travel cost is now required to find the classes in other areas of the State as they become available.  

TREE PLANTING

Fall is an excellent time of year for planting trees.  Please be sure to call the DPW at 657-7319 before you dig.  Trees should not be planted in the water or sewer easements as the tree roots damage the pipes over time.

       DEDICATED SERVICE

The Village has several boards that serve to foster good growth and development and to protect public assets and property values in our community.  A thank you goes out to Bob Dobberstein and Terry Hall for stepping up to serve on the Planning Board and ZBA, respectively.
