The ORGANIZATIONAL MEETING was opened at 5:30 pm with the pledge to the flag. 
The new trustees took the oath of office.  No conflicts of interest were declared.

The Board appointments were approved as amended such that Audrey Barnard has resigned from the Planning Board and Dave Conklin was appointed in her place.

The Trustees appointments, as recommended by the Mayor, were chosen based upon experience and expertise.  Committees consist of two members to make it easier to meet without the need for prior public notice.  Trustee Coleman has requested to be placed on the water committee.  Trustee Coleman motioned, Trustee Engstrom seconded and it was unanimously carried to increase the number of members on the water committee from two to three and to add Frances Coleman as the third member of that committee. 
Trustee Coleman motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to adopt the fee schedules and policies as submitted.

REGULAR MEETING of the Trustees was opened at 5:50 p.m.
Privilege of the Floor:

Nancy Long, Planning Board Chair, addressed the Board of Trustees with an update on the review of a proposed 61 unit townhouse project referred to as “The Elms”.

Mayor’s Report: 

1. Has sent in a request to Senator Nozzolio for line-item funding for the water capital project.
2. Received a request to waive the permit fee for the Methodist Church to replace their roof. Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Barnard seconded and it was unanimously carried to waive the permit fee for the Methodist Church for roof repairs.
3. Received a request from BCS for support of the seniors’ graduation event.  Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee MacMillan seconded and it was unanimously carried to expend $200 to the All-Night Grad Party.

4. Received information from Time-Warner concerning changes in program channels.  

Minutes: The minutes of the February meeting were approved as submitted. 

CEO report: no questions or concerns regarding monthly report. 

Clerk’s report:

1. Board reviewed the monthly financial report.  

2.   Presented Abstract #10 (vouchers 335-373, B8) in the following amounts: General Fund $20,405.45; Water Fund $6,507.50; Sewer Fund $12,579.23; Trust and Agency $5,797.29 (to date), Beautification Fund $26.76.  Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee MacMillan seconded and it was unanimously carried to pay the bills as presented.  Trustee MacMillan motioned, Trustee Barnard seconded and it was unanimously carried to transfer $457 in the General Fund from A1990.4 to A1010.4 in the amount of $24, to A1325.4 in the amount of $300, to A1450.4 in the amount of $2, to A1620.42 in the amount of $54, and to A5680.4 in the amount of $77 and in the Water Fund $1177 from F1990.4, $723 from F1919.4 and $1011from F9010.8  to F8320.4 in the amount of $1144, to F8320.41 in the amount of $1104, to F8320.42 in the amount of $190, and to F8340.4 in the amount of $473; in the Sewer Fund $4904 fromG1990.4 to G8130.41 in the amount of $3921, to G8130.43 in the amount of $797, and to G8130.44 in the amount of $186. The Clerk and Supervisor of Public Works declared that all goods have been received and all services rendered. 
3.  Placed the legal notice of estoppel in the paper for the water capital project 
4. Planning Board will meet and review the concept site plan/subdivision for the proposed Elm St. townhouses project 
5.  Reported on the election results: Scott Kimball was re-elected for a 3 year term, Tim Engstrom was elected for a 3 year term, and Francis Coleman was elected to a 1 year term.  Michelle MacMillan was thanked for her willingness to “step up” to serve as Trustee when Don Cicchino resigned and Tim Charlebois is thanked for his 10 years of dedicated service to the Board.  
6. After months of computer software problems, the web page is finally up and running again.

7. Reported on a training workshop that will be held at the Burgundy Basin Inn on May 14.

Public works report: Brian Rayburn reported:
WATER
1.  On Sunday the 7th, the communication system experienced a total failure again forcing us to run our system manually around the clock. The FCC was notified and came out to the site on Tuesday the 9th to attempt to locate the source of the interference problem. A source was identified and was found to be in FCC compliance. A new frequency was issued by the FCC and we were able to download some programming software and field program our new radios to the new frequency. We have been operating ok so far.

2.  We had two water leaks in March. The first one was located on State Street and occurred on March 1st at 4:00am. The second one was located within the Commodore Facility inside a building. We also sent a crew to the Town of Canandaigua to assist with a repair on their system.

3.  The Town gravel pit monitoring well tested positive for elevated petroleum products.  The well has been tested several times and trace amounts of petroleum contamination are present.  DEC and DOH have been notified and the contamination will be corrected. There is no threat to the Village water supply at this time.
4.  Met with the out-of-district water user to discuss the possible leak on the water line on Rt. 444.  The Village DPW will test the water for fluoride to determine if a leak is present, and if detected, the property owner will have it repaired.
SEWER and WWTP

5.  The flow monitor study is under way with four flow meters being installed at various locations. The meters will collect flow data 24/7, for a complete month. We will then move the meters as needed to collect more data to try to narrow in on the worst parts of our system.

6.  Cleaning and painting has been ongoing at the WWTP.

7.  Met with the DEC on March 4th   for an annual inspection. We have not received the final report yet, however, the inspector appeared pleased with what he saw. The need for an upgrade to my sewer license was also discussed and will be required. 
8.  Due to the extensive snow melt and rainfall in March, the WWTP did reach flood stage. The flooding was controlled with the plant working exactly as designed. 

STREETS and PARKS

9.  Pot holes and water break holes are being monitored and filled as needed. Hot mix asphalt will be put down when it becomes available.         

10.  Stream cleaning has been progressing. We have spent several days cutting and removing intrusive trees. The next step is to do the sediment removal. This will take place when the ground is dry enough to allow access with equipment. I have been given a key to the property so we can proceed when ready.

11.  In years past the responsibility of raking Pickle Park has come up several times. The DPW will get it done in a couple hours within the next couple of weeks and the Garden Club will then be able to do their planting as their schedule permits.

EQUIPMENT

12.  The street sweeper is being prepped for the spring season. Sweeping will begin in the next week or so. 

MISC.

13.  We have received the proposal from Geotilities for the infrastructure mapping for a cost of $10,000.  The project will take approx. 3 months to complete.  Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to authorize Brian Rayburn to contract with Geotilities to map the infrastructure for a cost of $10,000.

14.  Request to go on summer work hours on April 1st   to accommodate an aggressive schedule of projects and the longer work days are beneficial from a productivity stand point. Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Barnard seconded and it was unanimously carried to change the DPW regular work day to summer hours as of APRIL 1.  
Engineer’s report: none
Committee reports:

1. Comprehensive Plan – Clerk apologized for not completing the final draft update.   
2. WOLCDC – Trustee Barnard reported that the next meeting will be in West Bloomfield in April.
3. Water Committee – no report
4. Recreation committee – no report

5. Insurance committee – no report.
6. Town Board meeting – Trustee Barnard reported that the Town Board would like a presentation from the DPW Supervisor to inform the new board members about the water infrastructure and projected expenditures for the future. 

Privilege of the Floor:
Chuck, Laura and Chris Andolino and Ron Herman were present to address the board concerning speeding patrol cars on Main St.  

1. On March 2, 2010 at 3:10 p.m. two NYS Trooper patrol cars used excessive speed traveling west down Main St. past the school.  The first patrol car accidentally hit a dog and the second car was traveling so fast that it also hit the dog.  There is concern for students’ safety. Visibility of Main St. is compromised traveling west beyond Oakmount Ave. The patrol car turned so fast onto Rtes 5&20 from Rte 64 that it caused a tractor trailer to swerve in order to avoid an accident.

2. A NYS Trooper SUV patrol car used excessive speed traveling east down Main St. during Halloween night when there were many kids out in the Village.  
3. The Troopers E Barracks in Farmington have been called by residents to express their safety concerns but the problem persists.  The SUV is of particular concern since that car has often been sited traveling at excessive speeds in the Village.

4. The residents request that the Village Board write a letter of concern to the NYS Troopers. 

New business:  
1. The Village sent out 5 RFPs for engineering services for the water capital project.  Two engineering firms submitted proposals: Chatfield Engineers and Larsen Engineers.  Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Barnard seconded and it was unanimously carried to retain Chatfield Engineers for the water capital project.

2. Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to retain Bernard P. Donegan as financial advisor for the water capital project. 

3. Reviewed the annual report on the Comprehensive Plan, prepared by the Planning Board, and will hold a public hearing for the report at the April meeting.

6:30 p.m. Public Hearing for proposed budget

There were no written or phone comments received from the public concerning the budget. There were no comments received from the public at the public hearing.  The public hearing was closed at 6:35 p.m. The Trustees discussed the following:

1. Trustee Barnard expressed concern for the annual cost of tree maintenance and felt that it might be more prudent to reduce maintenance to every other year, if possible. Brian Rayburn responded that he does an annual survey with a consultant to consider safety, potential property damage, and diseased trees.  He feels that the annual tree maintenance program is important to protect the Village from liability.  Using Village employees and the new bucket truck were discussed but it was felt that doing the work in-house would also create liability issues. The line item will remain in the budget as proposed for this year.

2. Trustee Barnard motioned and Mayor Falsone seconded that the 2010/2011 budget be adopted as presented. The roll call vote was: Trustee Barnard – yes, Trustee Kimball – yes, Trustee MacMillan – yes, Mayor Falsone – yes, and Trustee Charlebois –excused, and the budget was adopted.

Announcements:

1. Next Village meeting will be April 28 and begin with the organizational meeting, public hearing for the annual report on the comprehensive plan and then followed by the regular meeting.
2. Next TEB Board meetings will April 12 and 26
Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting.
