Village of Bloomfield Board of Trustees meeting of January 27, 2010

The meeting was opened at 5:30 pm with the pledge to the flag. 
Mayor’s Report: 

1. Met with financial advisor to discuss funding options of a water capital project and detailed a time line
2. Need to appoint a new DER to replace Jeff.  Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to appoint the Clerk as DER.  Clerk and DPW Supervisor attended training workshop in Hopewell.
3. Sales tax revenues are down 2.4% from this time last year.
4. Met with Geotolities to discuss locating and mapping of infrastructure into Autocad and Pictometry. 
5. Shared information received anonymously concerning the proposed fire hall renovations.

Minutes: The minutes of the December meeting were approved as submitted. 

CEO report: no questions or concerns regarding monthly report. 

1. Mike reported also that Four Clovers is still working to resolve drainage issues before returning to the Planning Board with a site plan for Elm St.

2. Still working with 2 property owners (Michigan St. and South Ave.) in noncompliance with property maintenance law. 
3. Annual report was distributed for review.

Clerk’s report:

1. Board reviewed the monthly financial report.  

2.   Presented Abstract #8 (vouchers 262-300, HF2&3) in the following amounts: General Fund $11,097.30; Water Fund $10,688.30; Sewer Fund $6,497.21; Trust and Agency $7,196.09, Water Capital Fund $11,262.13.  Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee MacMillan seconded and it was unanimously carried to pay the bills as presented.  Trustee Charlebois motioned, Trustee MacMillan seconded and it was unanimously carried to transfer $250 from A1990.4 to A1460.4 and in the Water Fund $2412 from F1990.4 to F1920.4 in the amount of $45, to F8320.4 in the amount of $913, to F8320.41 in the amount of $1285, and to F8320.42 in the amount of $169; and in the Sewer Fund $302 from G1990.4 to G8130.43. The Clerk and Supervisor of Public Works declared that all goods have been received and all services rendered. 
3.  Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee MacMillan seconded and it was unanimously carried to give prior approval to pay bond and interest due in the Water Fund on Feb 15 and to pay the credit card bill for goods received (to prevent a late penalty)  
4.   Received a request from the County to confirm the tax relief schedule for veterans, age and disabilities.  Bloomfield is consistent with what other Villages provide for relief for those with disabilities, therefore the exemptions will remain the same. 
5.   Trustee Kimball motioned, Trustee Barnard seconded and it was unanimously carried to appoint Kathryn Murphy and Ginny Schroeder as election inspectors for the March 16 Village election.
6.   Shared a letter regarding a refund to the Village of $200 from the Garden Club which was not used and returned to help reduce the economic burden on the Village budget.

7. The Planning Board will meet on Feb 28 to review a special use permit for a wind turbine to be located within the Village. 
Public works report: Brian Rayburn reported:
WATER
1.  Michigan Street pump station communication problems were finally identified as being related to the new communication system that was installed by the school district which is overpowering ours.  The FCC has been contacted and will study the problem.  Another problem is that the radio equipment can not be programmed for frequency and can not be serviced.  New radios should be installed.
2.  Oakmount Avenue GWUDI project final report verified that our water is not under the direct influence of groundwater.
3.  Testing for the water system that was conducted by the DOH will be free of charge. Savings of approximately $6000.00.  (Primary Inorganic Chemicals, Principal and Synthetic Organic Chemicals) Samples were due by 12/31/2010 and have been completed.

4.  There were two water breaks on 1/10/2010, on Maple Avenue. One was a complete separation of the main near a joint, directly in the middle of the road where the line crosses from one side to the other. This break was immediately followed by another approximately 20 feet away where the private line feeding some out of district users on top of the hill separated from the main line.  Because the repairs were completed at night, there were no outside sources for clean fill.  The fill used was frozen, which caused major settling as it thawed. One complaint concerning the settling was received. The depressions have been monitored and filled as needed.
5.  There is a possible additional leak on Maple Avenue which has not been located as it is extremely small.  A professional water leak locator, Cindy Stephen, will be retained to find the leak so it can be repaired.
 6.  A hydrant on Oakmount Ave. has failed.  It was installed in 1932 so parts are no longer available and the DPW no longer has the needed tools to make the repairs.  The hydrant needs to be replaced but must be installed to another location due to the presence of other infrastructure in that location.  The hydrant will be abandoned for now and replaced when the Oakmount Ave. water and street project is underway.
 7. Received a cost estimate for the water main replacement project. 
a.) More gate valves and pavement replacement may need to be added to the overall costs of the project.  
b.) Water pressure has been lowered as much as possible to give relief to the existing lines

Mayor added that he has contacted many elected officials for help but has received no responses. The water rates will have to be raised substantially in the next budget year just to cover the cost of debt service for the proposed 1.3 million dollar project.

SEWER and WWTP

 1.  There were two sewer plugs in January. One was behind 46 Maple Avenue, and the other was behind 28 East Main Street. Both were grease and tree root intrusion and were cleared but will return in the future. Both sections will be replaced as needed this summer.

 2.  The I and I project is on track. Rural Water Assoc. will notify us in regards to the availability of free flow monitors in the beginning of February. If they are not available, the  original proposal to rent the monitors will be done. The flow monitoring needs to be done in the springtime and it is hoped that the sewer lines can be replaced in sections, in-house. 

3. Two motor drives were updated and reprogrammed at the WWTP to better keep up with high flow and heated digester temperature control.

STREETS

 1.  Plowing streets and sidewalks is going fine and we have added one trained plow truck driver into the rotation. Chris is being trained as an additional sidewalk plow operator which will relieve Rick of plowing the walks on all shifts.

 2.  The water break location on Maple Avenue is being monitored daily and filled as needed.         Pot holes are being filled as they develop. 

 3.  New storm drain system performance on Oakmount Avenue was excellent during heavy storm water events. 
 4.  The outfall area on the property located on the northwest corner of Main St and Maple Ave. will be cleaned as soon as there is adequate time to dedicate to it to start and complete at once.

Equipment

1. The replacement van that was approved in this year’s budget has been ordered. The van was ordered off state bid pricing. 

2.  The hydraulic hammer approved last month has been ordered and should be installed next week. Total cost is $14,628.00 with quick coupling to switch it out with the bucket. Five Star Equipment is the supplying dealer and they are providing a loaner back hoe while ours is having the tool installed. 

MISC.

Dan Whittaker has been hired on a part time basis. Dan brings a wealth of knowledge and experience to us as well as being a very good fit within our crew.

Engineers report: cost estimates for water capital project 
Committee reports:

1. Comprehensive Plan – Clerk apologized for not completing the final draft update.  The committee will be reconvened after the final changes are made. It is hoped that the final document will be ready for public hearing in the spring. 
2. WOLCDC – The annual luncheon will beheld on January 29 at 11:30 am in the Bristol Fire Hall and Village Trustees and planning and zoning board members are invited to attend. A new loan for $6000 was granted to a local business.
3. Water Committee – no report
4. Recreation committee – no report

5. Insurance committee – met with a rep. and employees to discuss options for health care insurance.  Still under review.
New business:  Local Efficiency grant program
The Towns of East and West Bloomfield, Bristol, and the EB School District invite the Village to participate in a grant application to conduct a study for the feasibility of a shared transportation/maintenance facility.  Mayor Falsone offered the following resolution, which was seconded by Trustee Barnard:

WHEREAS, the Village of Bloomfield; the Towns of East Bloomfield, West Bloomfield and Bristol; and the East Bloomfield Central School District (“Municipalities”) desire to consider a shared transportation/maintenance facility (“Shared Transportation Facility Study”); and 

WHEREAS, the Municipalities propose to apply for funding to conduct a shared maintenance and transportation facility study to determine maintenance and storage savings and enhancements to the Municipalities, compared to individual facilities; and

WHEREAS, the cost of the proposed feasibility study is estimated at $28,000; and

WHEREAS, the 2009-2010 Local Efficiency Grant Program contains a grant for General Efficiency Planning, which addresses the Municipalities’ requirements for the study; and

WHEREAS, the Town of East Bloomfield will act as Lead Applicant, with all Municipalities authorizing Dorothy N. Huber as Lead Applicant Contact Person, who will be responsible for execution of all financial and/or administrative processes relative to the grant; and

WHEREAS, the other four municipalities, the Village of Bloomfield, the Towns of West Bloomfield and Bristol and the East Bloomfield Central School District are co-applicants, supporting the project; and

WHEREAS, an Intermunicipal Agreement among all project applicants will be developed to enumerate each municipality’s commitments and responsibilities with regard to this grant application, including their portion of the 10% match; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that Village of Bloomfield desires to be a co-applicant in this grant application; and, also, be it further

RESOLVED, that the Mayor of the Village of Bloomfield is hereby authorized and directed to sign any and all necessary grant application document for the NYS 2009-2010 Local Efficiency Grant Program, General Efficiency Planning Grant.
The roll call vote was: Trustee Barnard – yes, Trustee Kimball – yes, Trustee Charlebois – yes, Trustee MacMillan – yes and Mayor Falsone – yes, and the resolution was adopted.
