Village of Bloomfield Trustees Meeting of January 25, 2012

The meeting was opened at 5:30 p.m. with the pledge to the flag.

5:30 Privilege of the floor:  Jack Herrington and Bill Compton gave an update on the fire hall project.  Communication and cooperation have improved between the project manager and the CEO.  It is hoped that the substantial completion date will still be in the second half of March.  Anne Johnstone has offered to act as a consultant for public relations for the fire district. 
Minutes: Trustee Kimball motioned, Mayor Falsone seconded and it was unanimously carried to approve the December minutes as submitted.

Clerk’s report:

1. Board reviewed financial report for December.

2. Abstract #8 was audited and approved in the following amounts: General Fund $67,471.80; Water Fund $2868.61; Sewer Fund $3440.10 and Trust and Agency $5694.35.   Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to pay the bills (vouchers 249-283). The clerk and public works supervisor declared that all goods have been received and all services have been rendered.  

3. Trustee Coleman motioned, Mayor Falsone seconded and it was unanimously carried to make the following transfer: in the General Fund $412 to A5110.4 from A5110.2.
4. Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to grant prior approval to pay the village credit card bill of $857.99 for the new computer, if the due date is prior to the next meeting, to avoid interest penalties.
5. In response to the Planning Chair’s request last month for the village to consider tax abatement it was found that the village adopted a resolution in 1992 to participate, along with the Town of East Bloomfield and Ontario County, in offering 485B tax relief.
CEO monthly reports: The board reviewed the annual report for 2011 and the monthly report for January 2012.  There were no questions or concerns.      

Public works report: Brian reported:
WATER

1. 
The control system for the pump stations has acted up all month. It is not running fully automated as  it is intended to do and the factory has suggested upgrading the system as they are no longer producing parts. 

2.
One of the new hydrants get struck by a vehicle on Oakmount Avenue. The hydrant was completely sheared from the ground. A police report has been completed and the drivers insurance is covering the repairs.
3.         Steve Winkley, from NYRWA, has prepared a proposal to map the recharge area for our water supply. Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to accept the proposal from the Rural Waters Association to map the village acquifer for a cost of $3900. 

4.
Trustee Coleman and the DPW Supervisor met with Monroe County Water Authority last week. This will be discussed by the water committee.
5. 
Dan Whittaker passes his final lab exam and is now a state certified water plant operator.

SEWER and WWTP

6.
There were several minor sewer plugs this month. 

7. 
Considerable progress has been made on the sewer ROW clearing. Property owners for the most part have been very receptive and understanding.

8. 
Significant improvements have been made to the operation of the WWTP this month. The daily pumping times will be reduced by at least 30% with the changes made.

STREETS and EQUIPMENT

9. 
The replacement dump truck that was ordered last May has finally arrived. No sealed bids on the old truck were submitted so the old truck will be traded in. The balance due Van Bortel Ford is $55,061.00.

10. 
The Geotilities program is being completed as time permits. Water line mapping and the new sewer capital plan should be done before the AMP program can be fully implemented. The AMP data entry will not be started before September of 2012.

Committees:
1. WOLCDC – no report
2. Water committee – Trustee Coleman reported:
a. Hydro-fracturing update:  the village submitted comments to the DEC supporting the protection of acquifers from the process but ask that our acquifer be included in the protection.

b. Meeting with Monroe County Water Authority: a memo was distributed to all board members summarizing the meeting and includes the following highlights:
i. In order to contract with the MCWA, the village must contact Ontario County and request home rule inclusion on the NYS enabling legislation.

ii. MCWA will not assume existing long term debt

iii. The Town of East Bloomfield would also have to contract with MCWA in order for the village to connect to the system.

iv. A connection of approx. 2500 ft between East Bloomfield and West Bloomfield and a pumping station would have to be constructed before the village and Town of East Bloomfield could contract with the MCWA.  This would not be funded or constructed by MCWA.

v. A meeting with East Bloomfield and MCWA as soon as possible is recommended by Trustee Coleman.  

vi. Town councilman Jay Mitchell added that he attended a presentation by MCWA to West Bloomfield and was very impressed with their knowledge and professionalism and urges the village to move forward with a feasibility study and meeting with the Town of East Bloomfield

3. Recreation Committee: no report
4. Lights – no report
5. Rte 444 Enhancements committee: no report
New business: 

1. Nancy Long, Planning Chair reported:

a.  A meeting with Chatfield Engineers still needs to be set up to move forward on the land development regulations.    
b. The sign regulations should be completed by February and it is requested that the trustees consider adopting them as a stand alone local law.

c. The review of the comprehensive plan by the subcommittee is all most complete and will be forwarded to the comprehensive plan committee soon.

2. Trustee Coleman suggested that the Village, Town of East Bloomfield, Bloomfield Central Schools, and maybe even West Bloomfield consider applying for a shared services grant for vehicle maintenance.  Mayor Falsone explained that a shared grant application was submitted approx. 3 years ago and was denied. 

6:55 pm Public hearing: Mayor Falsone opened the public hearing for proposed Local Law #1 of 2012 to authorize a tax cap in excess of the limit established by NYS.  The reading of the legal notice was waived.  There were no residents in attendance and no written or verbal comments received concerning this local law.  Although it is not the intent of the trustees to exceed the permitted cap, this law would provide relief from any interpretation errors that may occur.

The public hearing was closed at 7:00 p.m.


Mayor Falsone offered the following motion, which was seconded by Trustee Coleman: The Village of Bloomfield Board of Trustees adopts local law #1 of 2012 which authorizes, but does not require, adoption of a budget for the fiscal year commencing June 1, 2012 that includes a tax levy in excess of the limit specified in General Municipal Law.  The roll call vote was: Trustee Kimball – aye, Trustee Coleman – aye, Mayor Falsone – aye, Trustee Conklin – excused, Trustee Barnard – excused, and the motion was duly approved. 
Mayor’s report:
1. Sales tax revenue is increased by approx. 7% over the fourth quarter of last year.

2. A contact in the sheriffs’ office has been made requesting advice as to the best way to proceed in requesting a reduced speed limit on the portion of Rte 444 between the Village and Rtes 5&20. This is particularly time sensitive in light of the fatal accident that occurred on Friday Jan 13.

3. Presented a first draft of a proposed budget for the fiscal year 2012/13. There will be a public hearing for the budget at the February meeting with the expectation that the budget be adopted in the end of March.  Highlights include: 2% tax levy increase in the general fund to cover a small portion of the increase in pension costs, increase in water rate to pay down the BAN to below 1M for bonding, no rate increase in the sewer fund.
Adjournment:  Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried adjourn the meeting at 7:20 p.m.
