Village of Bloomfield Trustees Meeting of June 22, 2011

The meeting was opened at 5:30 p.m. with the pledge to the flag.

Trustee Conklin was welcomed as a new trustee.  He declared a potential conflict of interest as he is the landlord for the Village offices.

Privilege of the floor: none
Minutes: May minutes were approved as submitted.
Mayor’s report:

1. Sent a letter to DOT requesting a safety study of the intersections of Rtes 5&20 with South Ave. and Oakmount Ave.
2. Met with a representative of RG&E to discuss energy rebate and grant programs and will follow up in the coming months. 
Clerk’s report:

1. Board reviewed financial report for May.
2. Presented Abstract #13 (vouchers 486-499, HA 10&11, HF11) in the following amounts: General Fund $3295.87; Water Fund $157.17; Sewer Fund $505.96, Water Capital Fund $10,695.20; and Beautification $1646.55.  The clerk and supervisor of public works declared that all goods have been received and all services have been rendered.  Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to pay the bills as presented.

3. Presented Abstract #1 (vouchers 1-27, HF12&13) in the following amounts: General Fund $39,159.86; Water Fund $10,135.94; Sewer Fund $4909.76; Trust and Agency $5485.12; Water capital Fund $180,045.42.  The clerk and supervisor of public works declared that all goods have been received and all services have been rendered.  Trustee Coleman motioned, Trustee Barnard seconded and it was unanimously carried to pay the bills as presented.

4. Approximately 38% of the 2011/12 taxes have been collected.

CEO report: received and reviewed.  There were no questions or concerns.
Public works report: Brian reported
WATER
1.   The water lines are completely installed and many portions have been connected into the water system.  There are still some tie-ins to be completed on Oakmount Ave. and the land restoration work has not been done yet.  There is currently a shortage of suitable topsoil available.
2.   Two small leaks on the water tower on South Avenue were detected and Aquastore will repair them under the warranty.

3.   A failed main line water valve on Bennett Avenue has been replaced.

4.  Most of the replaced hydrants will be taken for scrap but 3 have been retained for parts in inventory.

5.   Received letters of appreciation directed to Chris and Dan for assistance given to the City of Canandaigua to repair water breaks. 

SEWER and WWTP

6.    Some manhole restoration and sealing work will begin shortly. Suitable alternatives are currently being investigated for doing this.

7.    Three budgeted pumps for the WWTP have been ordered. Delivery time will probably be a few months and we will install them ourselves over the winter months.

STREETS and EQUIPMENT

8.    Oil and stone work is complete for the year. 

9.    Bennett Avenue will be milled and repaved this month. It looks this project will qualify for chips reimbursement so we should receive 100% of the cost back from the state.

10.    Striping crosswalks and parking spots will be done this month as weather permits.

11.    All of the streetlight wiring damaged during the water project has been repaired.

12.  The sidewalk at the Trading Post has been repaired.

13.   It has been requested by the homeowner that the Village DPW remove a dying pine tree in the ROW on Howard Avenue as it poses a potential hazard.  Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to authorize Brian Rayburn to contract with Ted Collins to remove the dying pine tree in the ROW at 1 Howard Ave. for a cost not to exceed $2000.
14.  Distributed a draft of a mulch pile policy. The board will review to discuss at the next regular meeting.
15. The sidewalk on the east side of Michigan St. will be cleaned up and finished at the cemetery gate.  Any further extension of the sidewalk would require considerable tree removal and excavation. 

16. Geotilities is currently being uploaded into Pictometry and then we will be on-line.

Committees:
1. WOLCDC – Trustee Barnard reported that the new director will plan to meet the trustees at a future trustees’ meeting.  A kiosk on Rte 64 will be relocated to the Big M property in the Village as soon as the easement is signed.
2. Water committee – Trustee Coleman presented a long-term analysis of revenues versus expenses in the water fund. 
a. We should start building the water reserve account and develop a long-term reserves investment policy.  
b. With the present course of budgeting, there is a projected annual shortfall in water funding within 2-5 years
c. We should try to buy down the water capital project BANS before bonding, if possible.

d. Water rates are at the maximum for the next few years.

e. Revenue expansion study should include possibility of selling excess water to a bottling company.  Trustee Coleman will contact someone at the Simon School of Business to request development of a business plan for the water fund.
f. Clerk will research and contact potential grant writers on contingency. 

g. We should stage the balance of needed water capital improvements utilizing Geotilities.

3.  Recreation Committee: no report  
4.  Business Development Committee – Trustee Coleman feels that it would be very difficult for the BDC to support but not duplicate the function of the WOLCDC.  Therefore, the committee is disbanded.
5. Rte 444 Enhancements Committee – Mayor Falsone reported that he and the clerk have looked at recommendations of the final report and have developed a tentative plan to move forward with prioritization and implementation.  Some information on decorative street lights and street trees have been gathered which will be forwarded to the streets and lights committee for further study.  Information regarding LED lights for the gateways signs will be gathered also.
Unfinished business:

1. Planning Board update: Nancy Long reported – sign law is currently under review and almost complete.  Comprehensive plan review is progressing with the subcommittee.  Nancy added that she hopes that the Trustees will consider adopting the sign law as a stand-alone local law for now since the balance of the zoning codes will not be ready for review for quite some time.   
New business:

1. Policy for vendor/supplier/consultant will be reworked by Trustee Coleman for review at the July meeting.

2. ZBA and VB should be involved in zoning codes review and update.  More discussion is needed to decide such things as do all members vote and who makes the final determination on what draft language should be included in the amendments. The mayor will contact the planning chair and ZBA chair to work out details.
3. The DPW has been invited to the next Town Board meeting on July 11 to discuss what services are being provided to the Town for water and sewer by village personnel.
