Village of Bloomfield Trustees Meeting of May 25, 2011

The meeting was opened at 5:30 p.m. with the pledge to the flag.

Privilege of the floor: none
Mayor’s report:

1. Met with the Town Supervisor and Board member to discuss the process for replacing the CEO and to develop lists of responsibilities and interview questions. The lists were shared with the Trustees.
2. Discussed the need for a village policy addressing the process for the CEO receiving complaints for code violations.  Many residents are not comfortable with being named specifically when a complaint is given to the CEO.

3. Approved easement contracts for the new sewer line location at the Town Hall and Fire Hall. 
Clerk’s report:

1. Board reviewed financial report for April.
2. Presented Abstract #12 (vouchers 453-485, HF8-10) in the following amounts: General Fund $21,926.23; Water Fund $36,574.89; Sewer Fund $5,483.89, Water Capital Fund $247,298.31; and Trust and Agency $6,783.76.  The clerk and supervisor of public works declared that all goods have been received and all services have been rendered.  Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee Engstrom seconded and it was unanimously carried to pay the bills as presented.

3. Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to make the following transfers: in the General Fund $6242 from A1990.4 Contingent in the amount of $3036 and from A6410.4 in the amount of $3206 to A1330.4 in the amount of $25, to A1450.1 in the amount of $10, to A1620.42 in the amount of $814, to A1620.43 in the amount of $50, to A1640.4 in the amount of $3748, to A8560.4 in the amount of $1317, to A9089.8 in the amount of $178; in the Water Fund $1588 from F1990.4 to F8320.4 in the amount of $1200 and to F9710.7 in the amount of $388; in the Sewer Fund $8056 from G1990.4 in the amount of $6841 and from G8120.2 in the amount of $1215 to G8130.42 in the amount of $8056. 
4. Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to grant prior approval to pay the credit card bill if the penalty-free period is prior to the June 22 meeting (for potting soil and a new printer purchased and received but the bill has not arrived yet).

5. The Clerk has had preliminary discussions with the landlord regarding the possibility of adding a records room at 12 Main St.  More information will be forthcoming in the next few weeks.

6. The final relevy sent to County for the June 1 tax bills is for a total of $19,278.77 for water and $19,635.47 for sewer for 42 accounts.  The 2011/12 tax roll has been received.

7. Shared results of a County-wide survey of villages’ rates and fees for the 2011/12 budget year.

8. Completed the Local Government Accountability on-line refresher course for capital planning and cash management.

CEO report: received and reviewed.
1. Received the amended fee schedule as recommended by the CEO, which mainly includes a few fees accidentally omitted from the original fee schedule.  Trustee Coleman motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to adopt the amended fee schedule as presented.

2. It was noted that the grass at 22 Maple Ave. has not been cut at all since last fall and should be cut before the Memorial Day celebration.

Public works report: Brian reported
Water
      1.  Michigan St., W Main St., South Ave. are connected to the new line. 
      2.  Water services on Oakmount Avenue are currently being transferred to the new line. 

      3.   A portion of the new water main is ready to be connected and the old line discontinued on May 31 or June 1.  The contractor will distribute a written notice to village residents of the potential for a disturbance in water service during that process.
4.  There were two major water breaks on Main St and Maple Ave. while flushing hydrants due to the sudden opening of the water valve which caused a “water hammer”.  This was a serious hardship due to the decrease in available village manpower to make the repairs.  The Town and City of Canandaigua sent equipment and personnel to assist with the repairs.  
5.   Ross Valve will come to investigate a pressure-reducing valve which is not functioning at the corner of Oakmount Ave. and Main St.

Sewer and WWTP

     6.   The extremely wet and rainy weather has been causing the WWTP to continue to run over capacity. We are not meeting some of our limits for effluent water. All required reports have been filed with the DEC. Flow should return to normal as the weather improves.

7.   We have received data analysis from the school regarding the inflow and infiltration study.  Long-term plans will be formulated for repairs to the sewer lines based upon the data analysis and prioritized based on severity and available funding. 
Streets and Equipment
     8.    Bennett Ave. will be milled and repaved after the main valve replacement project.
     9.    Geotilities data is currently being uploaded into Pictometry.
   10.    It has been observed that dump trucks and loaders are collecting mulch at the DPW.  With the new policy of tree trimming and chipping every other year mulch will be depleted without replacement for residents.  A policy will be developed to prohibit such large vehicles from removing excessive amounts of mulch.
   11.   A DPW employee is currently on restricted duty due to an injury.  A contractor has agreed to work per diem in case of a water emergency until the employee is back on full duty.

   12.  Two residents have complimented the DPW on the excellent work done to clean up the village.

Committees:
1. WOLCDC – Trustee Barnard reported 
a. The search for a new director has been narrowed down to five applicants, which will be interviewed on Friday May 27. 
b. The by-laws are currently under review.  
c. Placement of a kiosk in the village is still being pursued.  

d. The Antique Wireless Museum has presented a rendering of the new facilities to be constructed on Rtes 5&20, which should become a huge tourist attraction.
2. Water committee – Trustee Coleman presented a long-term cost analysis for a water reserve savings plan versus bonding for future water capital projects. 
a. His recommendation is to begin building the water reserve account, even if in modest amounts.  
b. With the present course of budgeting, there is a projected annual shortfall in water funding of approx. $25,000 per year beginning in 2013/14.

c. Revenue expansion study should include possibility of selling excess water to a bottling company, retain a grant writer on contingency, look for a water systems specialist to advise on water funding options, and to consider selling water if hydro-fracking were to occur.
3.  Recreation Committee: Trustee Kimball reported that they have not met yet.  He received a very caustic and valid complaint from a resident concerning the poor condition of Veteran’s Park since the purchase by the Town.  
4.  Business Development Committee – Trustee Coleman reported that their goal is to support but not duplicate the function of the WOLCDC.  The WOLCDC board feels that having the Director of the WOLCDC sit on this committee, that is designed to benefit the village specifically, would be a conflict of interest.   The committee is currently developing a consumer survey to be shared with the WOLCDC in July.  They are also looking to form a focus group to test the survey.
5. Rte 444 Enhancements Committee – 

a.   Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Engstrom seconded and it was unanimously carried to accept the final report of the Rte 444 Enhancements Committee and further to make a commitment to study ways to implement the findings of the report and to establish timelines for said implementation.

b.   Mayor and Clerk will look at recommendations of report and develop a tentative plan to move forward with prioritization and implementation.
Unfinished business:

1. Planning Board update: Nancy Long reported – sign law is currently under review and almost complete.  Zoning review is progressing.   
2. LL#1 of 2011 – Trustee Barnard motioned and Trustee Coleman seconded that Local Law #1 of 2011 to amend the Zoning Local Law be adopted.  The roll call vote was: Trustee Barnard – yes, Trustee Coleman – yes, Trustee Kimball – yes, Trustee Engstrom – yes and Mayor Falsone – yes and the law was duly adopted.  The Trustees thanked Nancy Long and the Planning Board for their diligence and perseverance in drafting the law.
New business:

1.   NYS Retirement Standard Work Day for Employees Resolution: Mayor Falsone motioned and Trustee Engstrom seconded the resolution to establish eight hours as the standard work day for the public works supervisor, water operator, sewer plant operator, and for laborer. The roll call vote was: Trustee Barnard – yes, Trustee Coleman – yes, Trustee Kimball – yes, Trustee Engstrom – yes and Mayor Falsone – yes and the resolution was duly adopted.  

2. NYS Retirement Standard Work Day and Reporting Resolution for Elected and Appointed Officials – Mayor Falsone motioned and Trustee Barnard seconded the resolution to establish a six hour work day for Kathleen Conradt as Clerk/treasurer, April Wade as Registrar of Vital Statistics, Brian Rayburn as Watershed Inspector, and for the positions of Trustee, Planning Board, ZBA and Deputy Clerk/treasurer. The roll call vote was: Trustee Barnard – yes, Trustee Coleman – yes, Trustee Kimball – yes, Trustee Engstrom – yes and Mayor Falsone – yes and the resolution was duly adopted.  

3.
Revitalization Reserve – Trustee Barnard motioned, and Trustee Kimball seconded the following resolution:

WHEREAS shade trees and other greenery are a vital asset of the Village of Bloomfield, and

WHEREAS the Village has a responsibility for the purchase and trimming of such trees and greenery contained within the Village right-of-way, and

WHEREAS the Village provides chipping of brush from such trees and all other brush as collected at the Village public works, and  

WHEREAS the Village recognizes the need to balance the important service of maintaining a green village with good fiscal planning, 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Village of Bloomfield will establish a  Revitalization Reserve Fund to fund plantings, tree maintenance, and brush chipping. 

The roll call vote was: Trustee Barnard – yes, Trustee Coleman – yes, Trustee Kimball – yes, Trustee Engstrom – yes and Mayor Falsone – yes and the resolution was duly adopted.  

4.  Mailbox policy -  Discussed the complaints received concerning a resident relocating her mailbox to be placed in front of another residents property.  The relocation did not result from a problem with the current location, the affected resident notified the owner that the relocation was unwanted, and the Post Office has requested that the Village develop a policy to prevent residents from arbitrarily relocating their mailboxes.  The village currently has a mail box policy which does not address this issue.  Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded the following mailbox policy to replace the original policy adopted in 2006:
Village of Bloomfield Regulation for the Accommodation of Mailboxes And Newspaper Delivery Boxes On Public Highway Right-Of-Way:


NOTE: In the event mailboxes are damaged by heavy snow and ice as it is being removed from the village street it is the homeowner’s responsibility to repair or replace the mailbox.  The village cannot legally reimburse homeowners for mailbox damage while the village or town is engaged in snow removal.


No mailbox or newspaper delivery box (hereafter referred to as mailbox) will be allowed to exist on the Agency’s rights-of-way if it interferes with the safety of the traveling public or the function, maintenance, or operation of the highway system.  A mailbox installation that does not conform to the provisions of this regulation is an unauthorized encroachment under State Code Section 3.1.15. (U.S. Department of Transportation, Federal Highway administration Publication No. FHWA-HI-97-026, June 1997)


The location and construction of mailboxes shall conform to the rules and regulations of the U.S. Postal Service as well as to standards established by the Village of Bloomfield.  


A mailbox installation that conforms to the following criteria will be considered acceptable unless in the judgment of the Superintendent of the Village of Bloomfield, the installation interferes with the safety of the traveling public or the function, maintenance, or operation of the highway system. Village of Bloomfield standards for the location and construction of mailboxes are as follows:

1. Where box numbers are assigned, the box number must be shown on the side of the box visible to the approaching carrier, or on the door where boxes are grouped.  

2. In areas where snow removal is a problem, the use of a semi-arch or extended arm type of support is suggested.  This allows snowplows to sweep near or under boxes without damage to supports and provides easy access to the boxes by carriers and customers.

3. Mailboxes must be placed on the right hand side of the road in the direction of travel, except where the post office has established that all mail boxes must be on one side of the road.

4. Mailboxes may not have red reflectors which may cause confusion with car tail lights.

5. Mailbox supports may not be constructed of brick or stone column, or ornamental mountings such as wagon wheels, limestone fence posts, etc.

6. Mailbox locations should minimize the walking distance within the roadway for the patron and maximize the stopping sight distance in advance of the mailbox.  Therefore, mailboxes should be located in front of or directly across from the residence receiving mail. 

7.  The mailbox location should not restrict the sight distance exiting a driveway.  

8.  There shall be no more than two (2) mailboxes on a single support.

REMOVAL OF NONCOMFORMING OR UNSAFE MAILBOXES:


Any mailbox that is found to violate the intent of this regulation shall be removed 

by the postal patron upon notification by the Village of Bloomfield.  At the discretion of the Village of Bloomfield, based on an assessment of hazard to the public, the patron will be granted not less than 24 hours nor more than 30 days to remove an unacceptable mailbox.  After the specified removal period has expired, the unacceptable mailbox will be removed by the Village of Bloomfield at the postal patron’s expense.

The roll call vote was: Trustee Barnard – yes, Trustee Coleman – yes, Trustee Kimball – yes, Trustee Engstrom – yes and Mayor Falsone – yes and the policy was duly adopted.  


5. Trustee appointment – the Village Board of Trustees accepts, with regrets, the resignation of Tim Engstrom as trustee, effective May 26, 2011.  He will be moving away from the Village and will be missed.  The mayor appoints Dave Conklin to serve as trustee for the fiscal year 2011/12. The mayor appoints Dan Morley as planning board member (from alternate member). 

Adjournment:  Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Engstrom seconded and it was unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 8:00 p.m.
