Village of Bloomfield Trustees Meeting of October 26, 2011

The meeting was opened at 5:30 p.m. with the pledge to the flag.

Minutes: September minutes were approved as submitted.
Mayor’s report: 

1. Attended 5-way meeting with Towns of East and West Bloomfield, and Bristol and the school.  Held an informal discussion of current events within each municipality.
2. CEO facilitated a meeting with the mayor, planning chair, DPW deputy supervisor and two engineers representing the property owner for the parcel located at the northwest corner of Main and Elm Streets. No decisions were made and the planning board will wait for a formal concept site plan application.

3. Received several complaints concerning the contractors parking on the sidewalk in front of the fire hall project. Read written request from the Fire District for the Village to close that section of sidewalk in front of the project from now until Dec. 23 so the contractors can use it for parking vehicles.  The following was discussed:

a. Concern for village liability with sending pedestrians across Main St. in that area as it is a busy traffic area and visibility is not good.

b. No other alternative parking has been explored by the Fire District, such as the churches or the Never Alone Club.

c. If the sidewalks need plowing in December, closing a portion will pose difficulties for the DPW. 

d. Drop off/pick up temporary traffic on the sidewalk is expected but permanent parking would make the area unsafe.

The board unanimously feels that the Fire District should make arrangements for parking of contractor vehicles so that there is no parking on the sidewalk.

4.  The attorney is working with Art Babcock to resolve the boundary conflict issues and will be in contact with the mayor.
CEO monthly report: there were no questions or concerns for Mike’s monthly report.   
Clerk’s report:

1. Board reviewed financial report for September.
2. Presented Abstract #5 (vouchers 145-177, HF20, B4) in the following amounts: General Fund $5749.36; Water Fund $58,739.20; Sewer Fund $5633.75, Water Capital Fund $200.80; Trust and Agency $6294.78 and Beautification Fund $253.05.  The clerk declared that all goods have been received and all services have been rendered.  Trustee Kimball motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to pay the bills as presented.

3. Trustee Coleman motioned, Mayor Falsone seconded and it was unanimously carried to grant prior approval to pay the bond interest due on Nov. 15.
4. Trustee Kimball motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to approve the following transfers: in the General Fund $40 to A5110.4 from A1990.4; and in the Water Fund to amend the adopted budget such that the BAN principal and interest amount be transferred to the water capital fund for payment.

5. The BAN for the water capital project closed on Oct. 20.  There were 3 bids: DTC at 2.24%, Oppenheimer at 2.18% and the awarded bid to CNB for 1.9%.
6. Attended a workshop hosted by CNB for the new online software, which still has some glitches in it.

7. Attended a workshop hosted by the NYS Comptroller’s Office concerning the calculations for the property tax cap.  This will be discussed in more detail under new business. 

8. Attended a workshop hosted by Ontario County Archives to tour their facility.  Hans Finke has won awards for his records facility.  This was a good opportunity to get ideas for how to set up the village records room.

9. Bloomfield hosted the monthly Ontario County Village Clerks Meeting.
Public works report: Mayor Falsone read a written report prepared by Brian
Water

1. There was one water break in the Village this month. It was the failure of a main line valve in front of 63 Main Street. There have been failures with this particular brand of valve in the recent past so they are currently prohibited in this village. However during the Main Street reconstruction project in the early 90’s, they were allowed to go in. There is at least one more of these valves on Main Street that will be dug up this month and rebuilt in a controlled environment before that one fails. The manufacturer of the valves will be contacted to request reimbursement for at least the parts, if not more, due to what is extremely premature failure.

2. There was also an extremely large and difficult water break in the Town of E Bloomfield this month, at the corner of 5&20 and Rte. 444. The crew worked non-stop, in the rain, through the entire night and finally turned water back on at 11:00 the next morning. They then had restoration work and clean up to do. The dedicated crew put in a 33 hour shift that day, without sleep or a single complaint. The City of Canandaigua assisted in the last two hours of the repair as safety was becoming a concern. Also the Town of East Bloomfield Highway assisted at the end. Brian will be attending a town board meeting in November to show them the condition of the fittings that failed and encourage rapid movement on the replacement of that water district. More failures for them are expected in the very near future.

3.  The roof on the Oakmount pump station was replaced this month and some needed painting to the building was done. The work was done in-house.

 Sewer and WWTP

4.  The proposal from Chatfield Engineers to study the WWTP is very fair and Brian is very excited to move forward with this as much work is needed in the WWTP. He encourages the Board to accept the proposal.

      5.  Work on clearing the sewer easements is ongoing as time permits.

Streets and equipment
      6.  Received a response from the DOT in regards to the Rt. 444 enhancement project. As usual, it was stated that no work is scheduled at this time, however the request was to be forwarded up the chain for further consideration. Also received the needed information for the crosswalk sign on Rt. 444.

 7.  Investigated the plugged storm sewer line on Meadowview Lane and have determined the problem is from massive tree root intrusion. The pipe will be replaced as needed, and then a suitable solution to the tree root problem will be formed.

8.  Brian will be working with Nancy Long in the next month reviewing some information that will assist the Planning Board in the update on the Comprehensive Plan.

Committees:
1. WOLCDC – no report
2. Water committee – no report
3. Recreation Committee: met to discuss usage of Veteran’s Park.  They are looking to expand attendance next summer for the summer recreation program as the numbers were down for this past summer.  Expanding the hours from half to full day will be considered. The committee will begin meeting in November to update the Recreation Master Plan.
4. Lights – no report
Unfinished business: Request from 14 Bennett Ave. – Trustee Kimball drove in and out of the driveway without issue.  Trustee Coleman will look at the driveway also.  Any decision is tabled until next month.   
New business: 
1. Nancy Long gave an update on progress to date of the zoning law, comprehensive plan and land development regulations review. Maria Rudzinski of Ontario County Planning will ask the County Planning Board to give an informal review of the sign law.
2. WWTP proposal:  A motion was made by Trustee Coleman, seconded by Trustee Kimball and unanimously carried to authorize the mayor to enter into a contract with Chatfield Engineers, whom we are currently under contract with for engineering services, in the amount of $7460 to complete a capital improvement plan for the WWTP.

3. Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to change the meeting date in November from Nov. 23 to Nov. 30 to accommodate travel plans of some board members for the Thanksgiving Holiday.

4. A proposed utilities policy was distributed and will be reviewed at the November meeting.
5. Board received a draft local law to allow the board the option of exceeding the 2% property tax cap, if needed.  Mayor Falsone made the following points:

a. Newly adopted law allows for a cap of 2% or the rate of inflation – whichever is lower
b. No unfunded mandate relief can be expected

c. Our expenses for the NYS Retirement System have actually increased 66%

d. Health care and utility costs will also increase in the next fiscal year

e. Tax cap is part of the Governor’s overall plan to force dissolution or consolidation of local governments

f. Tax cap is an effort to make the State look good at the expense of local government
g. Local law will provide a safety net for any accidental miscalculations of the complex formula in place to calculate the tax levy.  Any miscalculation would result in interest penalties assessed by the State.
The board will review the draft law for future discussion

Adjournment:  Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried adjourn the meeting at 7:00 p.m.
