The meeting was opened at 5:30 pm with the pledge to the flag and a moment of silence in remembrance of Jeff Henehan. 
Minutes:  Trustee Cicchino motioned, Trustee Barnard seconded and it was unanimously carried to accept the minutes of the August meeting as submitted. 
Mayor’s Report: 
1. Will MC a program at the Historical Society on Sunday Oct. 4 for the 4 past mayors of Holcomb/East Bloomfield and invite all to attend

2. Received a sympathy card from Sheryl Robbins at DOH

3. Met with a representative from Larsen Engineers to discuss grants.  Ram will put us in contact with the Rochester representative from NYSERDA to visit our facilities and make recommendations on possible grant applications.   
Clerk’s report:

1. Board reviewed the monthly financial report.  

2. Due to the Oakmount Water capital project still not being completed, it is requested that the budget be modified to move the Michigan St. well project from the Capital Fund to the Water Fund so the funding is kept separate for the two projects. Trustee Cicchino motioned, Trustee Charlebois seconded and it was unanimously carried to amend the budget to move the Michigan St well project from the Water Capital Fund to the Water Fund.
3. Will re-contact some accounting firms to get proposals for having a full financial audit by an outside firm for the November meeting, since we have only received one bid so far.
4. Uncollected expenses for a water line on Maple Ave. – sent one more letter to request payment with no response so it will be placed on the water/sewer bill of Oct. 1.
Public works report: Brian Rayburn reported:
     Water

1.  Hydrant flushing – one hydrant on Maple Ave will be replaced that is not functioning 
2.   Conducted a final walk-thru of the Oakmount project and some minor items need to be completed.  Final work has not started yet. 
3.   Alternative piping is being considered for the Michigan St well project by Chatfield Engineers before the project can be put out for bid.
4.  All sampling and testing is complete and up to date

5. Dept. of Labor inspected the digester boiler building  
6. All sampling and testing is completed and up to date  

7. Prepared a draft policy for camper dumping at the WWTP.  The Board will review for next month’s meeting.

Streets, etc.
8.  Wedging on Oakmount Ave in front of the High School will be done in the first week of October.  
9.  Sweeper has been repaired and street sweeping will be continued
10. Striping of crosswalks is complete and parking spaces will be done as weather permits
11. Several sections of sidewalk in front of the Trading Post need to be replaced, however some time is needed over this next winter to observe the area to determine the best way to replace the concrete to prevent future heaving of the sidewalk.  The property owner will be given relief from that part of the property maintenance code violation.

12. Would like to stay on summer hours until daylight savings time to help keep up with projects with the loss of Jeff.

13. Will look into either repairing or replacing the 4 Historic District signs and the sign at the WWTP.

The Board thanks and commends the guys at the DPW for all of their extra work in the Village’s time of need. 

CEO report: no questions or concerns regarding monthly report.  
Engineers report: none
Committee reports:

1. Comprehensive Plan – no meeting yet, the consultant is preparing a draft for review.  
2. Recreation – will improve the front baseball playing field this fall with professional expertise.
3. WOLCDC – will be meeting on Friday Sept. 25 at the Village Office.  David Keefe is looking into an extended season farm market.  Trustee Charlebois has suggested that he should look into whether it will cause any conflict with existing farm markets, especially because it is funded with taxpayer dollars.
4. Water Committee – no report
Unfinished business:  The Village Board needs to have a list of back-up emergency phone numbers available in case of an emergency if all Village employees are away at the same time.
New business
1. Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Charlebois seconded and it was unanimously carried to declare the official celebration of Halloween is Saturday October 31 from 5-9 pm and further, to retain two officers for patrol on Halloween night from 5 pm until 10 pm.
2. Board will consider extending the elected terms of office from 2 years to 4 years and will discuss the matter at the October meeting. 
3. Supervisor Huber is preparing the 2010 Town budget and would like the Village Board to consider modifying the CEO contract such that the costs of the Code Enforcement department would be paid from whole-Town taxes instead of part-Town and Village.  This would make the record keeping much easier and improve cash flows for the Town.  She will also present this concept to the Town Board.

4. Will hold a public hearing at 7:00 pm. at the October meeting for the Multi-jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Cicchino seconded and it was unanimously carried to enter into executive session at 6: 45 p.m. to discuss personnel matters.

Trustee Barnard motioned, Mayor Falsone seconded and it was unanimously carried to close the executive session at 7:10 pm.
Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Cicchino seconded and it was unanimously carried to appoint Brian Rayburn as interim Public Works Maintenance Supervisor.
Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Barnard seconded and it was unanimously carried to appoint Brian Steenburn as the interim Deputy Public Works Maintenance Supervisor.

Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Charlebois seconded and it was unanimously carried to increase the rate of pay for the interim Supervisor in the amount of an additional $3/hour and to pay the interim Deputy supervisor a pay increase of $0.35/hour until the positions are permanently accepted (or rejected). 

Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Charlebois seconded and it was unanimously carried to make a lump sum payment of Jeff Henehan’s accrued vacation and floating holiday time and to pay for the family’s health insurance for the upcoming quarter.

Trustee Charlebois motioned, Trustee Barnard seconded and it was unanimously carried to authorize the Clerk/treasurer to discuss the option, with the Henehan family, of the Village carrying the cost of COBRA insurance through the end of this fiscal year in lieu of the accrued sick leave.   

PAYMENT OF BILLS: 

1. Presented Abstract #4 (vouchers 110-143, B3, HF1) in the following amounts: General Fund $18,155.96; Water Fund $6,486.42; Sewer Fund $6,326.47; Trust and Agency $6,035.20, Beautification Fund $50.98, and Water Capital Fund $300.00  Trustee Charlebois motioned, Trustee Cicchino seconded and it was unanimously carried to pay the bills as presented.  Trustee Barnard motioned, Mayor Falsone seconded and it was unanimously carried to transfer $341 from A1990.4 to A8540.4. The Clerk declared that all goods have been received and all services rendered.  

2. Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Cicchino seconded and it was unanimously carried to approve payment, prior to the October meeting, to NYCOM for the Public Works Workshops to be held in Canandaigua in mid-October.
