Village of Bloomfield Trustees Meeting of September 27, 2011

The meeting was opened at 5:30 p.m. with the pledge to the flag.

5:30 Privilege of the floor:  CEO Mike Woodruff introduced the new CEO trainee, Andy Hall.  Mike will retire officially on Jan 2, 2012 but will be on medical leave as of Nov. 15 for foot surgery.  Mike will work per diem in 2012 until Andy can complete the 6 required classes to be certified.

CEO monthly report: there were no questions or concerns for Mike’s monthly report.   It was noted that the front of the parcel located on the northwest corner of Main St. and Elm St. needs to have the tall weeds mowed.

Minutes: August minutes were approved as submitted.
Mayor’s report: Halloween will be on Monday October 31 from 5-9 pm and two deputies will be requested to patrol the Village during this time period.
Clerk’s report:

1. Board reviewed financial report for August.
2. Presented Abstract #4 (vouchers 104-144, HF18&19, B2&3) in the following amounts: General Fund $25,020.81; Water Fund $4,774.55; Sewer Fund $10,399.56, Water Capital Fund $39,617.20; trust and Agency $5,938.92 and Beautification Fund $82.76.  The clerk and supervisor of public works declared that all goods have been received and all services have been rendered.  Trustee Coleman motioned, Trustee Barnard seconded and it was unanimously carried to pay the bills as presented.

3. Trustee Coleman motioned, Mayor Falsone seconded and it was unanimously carried to grant prior approval to pay the bond and interest due on Oct. 15, and to pay the credit card bill for   office computer software at a cost of $29.95 if payment prior to the next board meeting will avoid late penalties.

4. Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to approve the following transfers: in the General Fund $3577 to A5110.4 and $567 to A6326.4 from A1990.4; and in the Sewer Fund $1750 to G8110.1 from G8110.4 to correct an error in the ledgers to match the adopted budget.

5. The BAN for the water capital project will be for sale on Oct 6 and will close on Oct. 20.

5:55 pm Privilege of the floor: Art Babcock and Jerod Ransom presented the village boundary survey map prepared for the diminished boundaries which occurred with the Sullivan property and the parking lot for the New Hope Fellowship.  There were discrepancies between the original 1916 boundary description and the current boundary lines as depicted by Ontario County Real Property Services.  The Sullivan property, located on the northwest boundary of the Village, does not have a description.  It is possible that when the Page Place subdivision was developed, the boundaries were estimated.  There are also other discrepancies with the parcel that was annexed in 1994 on Michigan St.  The entire northern and western boundaries will need additional research.

Trustee Coleman motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to authorize the mayor to contact the legal counsel for the village to develop a plan to establish the village boundaries and to assist residents in making any necessary adjustments.
Public works report: Brian reported
Water
1.  The punch list for the water project has been completed by the contractor. The only outstanding issue is with a topsoil concern at one property. This is being addressed by Chatfield’s at this time.

2.  There was an E-Coli issue that impacted the Town Water District over this past weekend.  The lab that does the testing was bought out by a company in Mass. and the changeover did not go smoothly.  The samples that tested positively for e-coli were retested and found not to be contaminated, so the lab testing was faulty.  The positive sample for the town water district was also tested by two other municipalities that use that same source and found not be contaminated. The village will use another lab for future testing.
Sewer and WWTP

3.  Some clearing of the sewer lines has been completed, inspecting possible bad sections with the camera and repairing any known root infested areas before the winter months.

4.  A plugged sewer line was identified in the WWTP that was causing excessive pumping within the plant. The line was dug up and cleared. Pumping times have returned to normal. 

Streets and Equipment
5.  All of the roads have been striped for the year. We are doing parking spots and crosswalks as weather permits. Next year we will do this in the spring. 

6.  Crosswalk signs cost approximately $500 each and should be placed on Main St. and Rte 444.  Mayor Falsone motioned, Trustee Kimball seconded and it was unanimously carried to purchase two (2) pedestrian crosswalk signs.  
7.  We are still working with Geotilities to streamline the program. They are still not charging us. The program is used every day.

8.  There is still some piping to do for storm water, and it is hoped to still get it done this year. 

9.   The NYS DOT resident engineer has been contacted concerning our desire to do future work on Rt. 444, with no response yet. 

Committees:
1. WOLCDC – the kiosk on Rte 64 has been relocated to the Big M by the village DPW as the EB Town Highway Department was unable to do it.
2. Water committee – Trustee Coleman motioned, Trustee Barnard seconded and it was unanimously carried to adopt the 2012 water contract for the Town of East Bloomfield.
3. Recreation Committee: no report  
4. Lights – still researching costs for decorative lights on Rte 444.
Unfinished business:

1. Surveillance cameras – based upon information received concerning affordable cameras, it appears that the cameras will probably not achieve the desired goals so the topic will be tabled at this time. 
2. Utility audit – the board has directed the clerk to contact Computel to conduct a utility audit.  
New business: Nancy Long gave an update on progress to date of the zoning law review. Maria Rudzinski of Ontario County Planning has offered to assist in “structuring” the new zoning law.
7:00 pm Privilege of the floor: 14 Bennett Ave. request.  Ms Roseanne Minnis of 14 Bennett Ave. has expressed her dissatisfaction with the steep dip in her driveway as the result of the removal of the drainage pipe and concrete block after the repaving of Bennett Ave.  She presented photographs of her driveway.  She is requesting that the pipe and concrete be replaced to level the effect of the storm gutters.  The DPW feels that the pipe and concrete replacement will work in direct opposition to the purpose of the storm gutter.  The village public works department has removed some of the gravel between the sidewalk and the gutter to try to reduce the dip.  The board will need to study the situation further before making a decision.
Adjournment:  Trustee Barnard motioned, Trustee Coleman seconded and it was unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 7:20 p.m.
