Village of Bloomfield Planning Board Meeting of September 22, 2011

The meeting was opened at 7:00 pm.

Minutes: Nikki motioned, Bob seconded and it was unanimously approved to accept the minutes for the July 28 meeting as submitted.

Development regulations: The subdivision regulations will be updated and become the development regulations.  The DPW supervisor, mayor, clerk, engineer and planning chair will meet on Tuesday Sept. 27 for a “kick off” meeting to begin the review process.

Zoning Law review:

1. Article XII -  Swimming Pools – all were satisfied with the amended draft as presented.
2. Article X – Parking, Access and Loading

a. 1003 – 

i. A(4) – will assign titles to a&b for shared parking and alternate time periods of shared paring.  Also will clarify language of b such that the use requiring the greatest number of parking spaces shall determine the minimum required.
ii. C – discussed the 200 ft distance from the parking lot to the building entrance and decided to keep the wording as is.

iii. D (7)- shall be removed and relocated in the development regulations 
iv. F and G will be switched to flow more logically. 

v. F(2) – should minimize effects year round .  Also add language to village center district when adopting final law
b. 1004 – remove excess language as presented

3. Schedule II – it is felt that in a small village such as ours, parking for large numbers is not often an issue.  Other municipalities will be studied to determine how square footage requirements for parking are established.
a. Residential – remove home operated barber and beauty shops and home operated doctor and dentist offices and add home occupations with a requirement of 2 parking spaces.  Requirement for being able to move cars around without re-parking them will be relaxed.
b. Commercial – remove “major” from all fractions.  

i. Change from 1 to 2 and from 100 ft to 200 ft. for banking and professional offices and 5 for drive-up (instead of 10)

ii. Remove furniture, hardware and appliance stores

iii. Change self-service food stores to convenience stores

iv. Add village center parking schedule and add one parking place per employee for pet grooming

v. Change motor vehicle sales parking to 1 per 1/3 acre plus one per employee 

vi. Remove distinction between indoor and drive-in  restaurants and add 5 spaces additional for a drive thru

Adjournment: Bob motioned, Nikki seconded and it was unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 9:00 p.m.
