The meeting was opened at 7:00 pm.

Minutes: Tom motioned, Nancy Witt seconded and it was unanimously approved to accept the minutes for the July 28 meeting as submitted.

Training – Board members reviewed their year-to-date training. 

Zoning Law review:

1. Article XII -  Swimming Pools

a. 1201 - Discussed whether to include regulations for districts other than residential but decided that if pools were included in other districts – they would probably be public pools so the current language will remain.
b. 1202 – redundant as it is covered in the NYS Building Codes

c. 1207 – add language to state …‘with a water depth” of more than 24 inches.

2. Article X – Parking, Access and Loading

a. 1002 C – need to define a permitted driveway – defined as a designated driveway with a durable surface.  Discussed whether a lot coverage restriction should be added to schedule I for front yard driveways to prevent full yard coverage.

b. 1003 – 

i. B(3) change “any” to “the minimum”

ii. B(5) & (6) change size of parking spaces to 9X18

iii. B(8) reword to differentiate between require spaces for shared parking during the same time frame in (a) with shared parking during alternate times in (b) such that the total parking spaces required in (a) is the total sum of all parking requirements needed for all businesses sharing parking; and the total required in (b) is the number needed to meet the need of whichever business has the greatest parking requirement. 

iv. B (9) remove second sentence so as not to discourage side and rear parking 
v. B(12) remove as it conflicts with other sections

vi. D – needs to be reworded to be less restrictive 

c. 1004 
i. A – change 1 to 2 points of access to be consistent with other sections 

ii. C- remove from section 1004 and add to section 1003

iii. D – remove as it should be in the land use regulations rather than zoning

Other business:

1. Received a copy of the new vendor/solicitor policy from the trustees defining the process for contacting outside vendors/contractors

2. Received feedback from the ZBA and CEO concerning the amendments to the sign regulations and will discuss after receiving comments from Ontario County Planning.
Adjournment: Tom motioned, Nancy Witt seconded and it was unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 9:05 p.m.
